'ness in this country. 'There'is an im-
mense paper mills at Niagara Fails,
| New York, supplied with power by the
Cataract iConstruction Company. No
such mill exists on the Canadian side,
nor could it exist there as yet, be-
cause Premier Hard‘y has sold’ the
power franchise to an American com-
pany, who are interested in develop-
;ing Niagara Falls and Buffalo, and
!who have signified their intention
of developing the power on this
side of the river only after these
American centres are fully supplied.
Premier Hardy seems to be playing
}into the hands of the Cataract Com-
pany, for it is gemerally believed he
‘has agreed to extend their option for
,the development of power on this side
of the river. The policy of the Gov-
ernment at Niagara Falls is quite in
line with its policy at Sault Ste. Marle.

(water power at the other place to
middlemen, who were to be under
iobuent.hon to develop only a twentieth
'of its capacity. Concurrently with this
sacrifice of our valuable water powers
| the Dominion Government néglects to
'impose an export duty on pulp wood,
thereby depriving the country of sev-
era]l pulp mills like the one Mr. Boyd
describes as existing at the Soo, Let
an export duty of $3 per cord be placed
on pulp wood and the water power at
Sault Ste. Marie will all be required
for this industry alone.
