It Did Much More Harm Than Good
and Fostered Secret Drinking,
‘Contention and Perjury.

Canadian Churchman.

There can be no doubt whatever as to the
seriousness of the question which the in-
habitants of the of Canada will
De ‘called to answer in a very short time.
Shall we, continue ‘to allow the manufactnre
and sale of alcoholie liquors in this coun-
try? This is the question which will be
put to the people, and answered in the af-
flrmative or the negative very soon. If it
1s answered In the aftirmitave the Govein-
ment have pledged themselves to bring in
a bill prohibiting the manufacture and sale
of all intoxicating liquors. The prohibi-
tionlsts are evidently alive to the impori-
ance of the subject. They are already cir-
culating bills and tyficts urgivg the people
to vote in favor of prohibition. Apparently
the opponents-of prohibition are not equally
altve, belleving that it will not be earried,
or that, if carried, it will not be enforced.
Now, at the present moment, we do not
care to argue this question on its merits,
‘We may do so hereafter. For the present
we will content ourselves with a few re-
marks on the teaching of experience, which
may have more welght with many readers
than arguments of a speculative or abstract
nature. We actually have experiénce on
this subject both in Canada and 4n the
United States. We have had a Scotit Act,
Possibly that remarkable measure may stil
be in force In some remote parts \of this
province; but for the most part it belongs
to history. And the history is instructive.
Let us glance at it for a moment, Most of
the promoters of the Scott Act were wenl
meaning people, seriously bent upon putting
down a il.onster evil, the evil of intemper-
ance, It did not occur to them probabyy
that there were other evils as gveat need-
ing to be put down in that or some other
way. ‘That did not concern them. Men
were ruined through drinking, and they
were determined to stop the sale of the
drink. Was this the resuit of the Scott
Act? We take this practical question.
There are other ways of arguing the sub-
ject. We might, for example, argue that,
because one man abuses a thing, another
man should not therefore be prevented from
using it. But we wiill leave that argument
aside for the present, and merely cousider
whether the prohibition of the sale of
liguor in some particular country put an
end to drinking and drunkennese. In many
places, it Is sald, immediately after the pass-
ing of the Scott Act, there was a kind of
universal abstinence. Inn-keepers wouid
not break the law, and they had not yet
devised means of evading it. Law-ablding
oltizens, even if they disapproved of the
new rule, yet feit bound to uphold the law
of the country, Unrespectable persons
could not get others to endanger their po-
sition by providing them with Hquor. Such
is sald to have been the state of things in
many places. But it did not last long.
Before many days had passed ways and
means were found of obtaining liquor. Inn-
keepers, in some cases, ran the risk of
being denounced. In others (and these the
most numerous) cgses, they let the bar to
a man of straw who probably could not
pay a fire, and who couid leave and be suc-
ceeded by another—the proprietor of the
hotel having no conmection with this pari
of the business. But this was not the
worst of it. ‘When the uniicensed sale of
liquor had once begun, there was no reason
why it should not be taken up by others,
geeing that now no ligense was needed,
ipasmuch as none. could be had, As a

These are not imag-
inary or speculative evils—they are facts 1o
which many will bear witness who pro-
moted the introduction of the Scott Act,
and who were most unwilling to confess
that it was a failure. It was, bowever, a'
failure; it did not promote temperance; it

community whom it was in no way neces-
gsafy to restrain, it did not restrain those
who seemed to need restraint. It did no
good;. it did much harm. It may be- sald,
however, that we are taking only one set
of examples. Why not go to the states
in which prohibition is exercised? Very
well, it is testified by witnesses of un-
doubted veracity that the same con-
sequences of prohibition are found there.
Moreover, although the retail saleof lquor
is prohibited in those states, it may be
introduced from other states and sold In
larger quantities (in parcels). What might
be the comsequence of total prohibition
throughout the Dominion one can only im-
agine, We would therefore implore our
readers to think well—twlce—three times
before they bring such a measure into force.
There is not-a great deal of intemperance
in Canada. We believe there is less and
less every year; and the spread of education
and moral and religious influences will do
far more and far better in this and in ail
other needs than compuision and restraint.
We cannot force people to be good, al-
though we may influence them. A pe-
culiar responsibility is lald upon members
of the Chyrch of England. Some other
communities will go almost solid one way
or the other. Members of our OwWn Com-
munion are not pledged in this manner. It
is to be hoped, therefore, that they will
be guided by sound reason and reflection,
and by a consideration of the consequences
which will result from their action.
