AS BEING ACCESSORY TO MANSLAUGHTER

Blamed for Creating Draught
That Forced Flames Over
Heads of Chicago Audience,

HELD PENDING CORONER’S VERDICT

Chicago, Dec. 31.—B8even employes of
the Iroquois Theatre were arrested to-
night on orders issued by Chief of
Police O’Neill. The charge agaiuet
them is at present that of being #c-
cessory to mansiaughter. They will be
held pending the verdict of the coron-
er's jury. The men arrester are Wil-
jlam Oarlton, stage manager; Edward
Cummings, stage carpenter; Frank
Landrow,  E. R. MecCummings, E.
Engle, Thos. McQueen, 8. J. Masoni,

The last five are stage hands and
scene shifters.

Ready to Get Out.

After being taked into custody four
of the men told Chief O'Neill they had
been réquested by people connected
with the theatre to leave the city.
When asked who advised them to do
&0, they at first refused to say, but
tater admitted that the advice was
given by Assistant Stage Manager
Plunkett. They said they were aboat
to follow Plunkett's advice, and all of
them had packed their trunks and would
have been out of the city had not the
police arrested them.

Coroner Traeger to-night  conducted
an informal inquiry into the cause of
the Iroquois Theatre fire. william C.
Sellers, the rireman at the theatre, ¢id
not know just how the fire began, but
eaid he saw it shortly after it broke
out. He threw extinguishers om the
blaze, but without effect. He tried to
pull down the drop curtain or to tear

loose that portion of which was blaz-
ing, without success.
Blames Theatrical People,
Assistant State Attorney A. A. Heer,
who was P sald: “It seems
agreed that the asbestos curtain was
dropped, but that it went only to with-
én 10 or 15 feet' of the stage sloor.
People on the stage opened the door
leading from the stage into the street
on the west side of the theatre, and
this created a draught. The draught
blew the curtain out toward the aud-
jénce. This held the curtain so tight-
ly that all wmmpuju Jower it fur~
fruitiess.
