British MLP, Proposes Legislation
to Set All Clocks Back.

LONDON, Feb. 9.—About a year ago
The Sun, published a scheme proposeu
by a certain Willet, who was dis-
tressed by the enormous amount of
daylight Britishers,and especially Lon-
doners, wasted ahed. He suggested
that all clocks in the United Kingdom
should simultaneously -'be . put for-
ward,: so, that a man getting ‘up ap-
parently at 9 in ‘the morning would
really be doing so at 7.40. Thus he
would gain one hour and twenty. min~-
utes of.daylight.., Willlam Pearce, M.
P., has now drawn up a bill, called:-a
daylight saving bill, by means of which
he will ask the house of commons to
legally institute a new British time in
the summer months.

The measure proposes that all clocks
shall then be advanced eighty minutes.
giving an extra 210 hours of 'daylight
as by a miracle to British business
men. An eminent brain specialist de-
clares that all the best work is done
in the early mornirg hours. . There-

| fore the scheme will increase the out-

put of authors, clerks and
2nd conditions of men.

The head of one of the biggest busi-
ness firms in the city says he is will-
ing to discuss the plan, but the rail-
wayvs and business houses all must
concur. ' An extra hour on a summer
evening for cricket and tennis would
appeal to the young and to city men.

It is hard to forecast the future, If
things drift back to the old rut of
goverhimental corruption, whence
King Carlos and -Premier Franco re-
cued the monarchy, a republic might
come.

The immediate danger in the situa-
tion comes from the fact that the po-
lice are bafled and the government
unable to ascertain the extent of the
ramifications of the conspiracies which
have heen sienalized durine the last
fortnight by the discoveryv at various
places and Aenots of bombs and arms
and ammunition.
