Sy— Much inconvenience hag, in several instances,
arisen from the transmission of vepresentations to this
depictment by subordinate Officers or private indivi
duils in the Colonies without the intervention of the
respective (overnors,

In sieh enses it often hecomes necessary to return
the Communicution to the Colony, for the report or
explanation of the Governor ; and the decisions in the
ersen uind the answer to the parties, are thus retarded,
and prejulice ocensioned to the ohjects which they
Bl i View, ux well ns to the public service, It is es-
pecinlly necossary that the regular channel for trans.
witting letters should he adhered to or copies of them
previously communicnted to the Governor, when the
object of the writers is to appeal to His Majesty or 1o
the Seeretary of State, aguinst nny procecding of the
Colonial Avthorities, sinee it would of coarse be im-
wssilile to furm any opinion upon sich a subject, une

one those authoritios should have had ample opporto-

ity of expluining the views by which they had been
actunted,

I have, therefore, to request that yon will tuke such
weasures ts iy appenr to you tohe'the most effectual
for mahing it generally known in the Colony under
your Government, that unless in cases where sonie
wpecial and sullicient reason ean e assigned for o con-
trary course, the Seerctury of Stute will be under the
necossity of declining to entertuin the subject of any
rv{ervm-ululinn which shall not lave been previously
submitted to the Governor,

In order bowever, that the notice for thisregulation
may not be understood, you will at the sune time, ex-
plain that it is not intendedto prevent any of His Ma-
Jesty's subjects from sending Menorials “or letters to
His Mujesty, or to- the Secrotary ol State through
any mediom, other than that ol the  Governor, pro-
viding copies nre previoudy commumicated to him, it
being fully nnderstood, that it this is neglected, no
steps will’ bo takon upon them s ithout that delay,
whis Ly unless in very peculiar cases, must ensue in the
uaswer to be rvlunml, owing to the necessity of re-
ferving the matter to the Govamor, for his report
upon it.
