Dr. Faraday on Chimneys.

At the Royal Institution, in a svrivs_ of lec-
tures on Cllf:|lli5lr_\' applied to xlnxneslx_c pur-
poses, Dr. Faraday has thus philosophized on
Various illustrations were gi-
ven to show the importance of the functions
of thechimney. A parlor fire will consume in
twelve hours 40 1bs. of coal, the combustion
rendering 42,000 gallons of air unfit to sup-
port life.  Notonly is that large amount of de-
leterious product carried away and rendered
innoxious by the chimuey, but five times that
quantity of air is also carried up by the
draught, and ventilation thus effectually main-
tained, ‘I'be force of a draught was illustra-
ted by a descending flue. A colored flame
was held near the end of a tube bent like an
inverted syphon.  As soon as the tube was
heated, the ascent of the air within the longer
arm of the tube drew the flame downwards into
the shorter arm with considerable force.—
Since the ascent of emoke up the chimney de-
pends on the comparative lightness of the co-
lumn of air within to that of an equal column
without, the longer the chimney the stronger

will be the draught, if the fire be sufficiently |

great to heat the air ; but if lhf: chimney be
so long that the air is cooled as it approaches
the top, the draught is diminished. A case
of this kind occurred at a lighthouse on the
Lsle of Portland.  The chimney which ven-
tilated the building and the lantern was carried
on the outside, and in the winter time the
draught wasso much impaired that the win-
dows became dim and the lights obscure.—
An attempt had previously been made to re-
medy the defect by lengthening the chimney ;
but that, of course, had made it smoke all the
more. I'heapplication of a jet of steam to
increase the blast of locomotive engine fur-
naces was illustrated. The lower end of a
bent glass tube was. placed in a dish which
contained colored liquid, the upper end being
inverted into a larger and horizontal tube, A
jet of high pressure steam directed through the
larger tube caused such a rush of air to sup-
ply the place of the air expelled by the steam,
that the colored liquid rose to the top of the
tube. 'T'he mechanical foree of a jet of high
pressure steam was shown by causing it to sus-
tain an egg, which was seen dancing about in
the air without anything apparent to support
it.—Scicntific American. S

The manner of manufacturing this mate-
'ti:lc'nf which so great a variety of beautiful
articles are made, is thus described by the N.
Y. Evening Post :—

I'he article obtains its name from the pree
pared paper which forms the principal mate-
rials in its composition. This paper, which is
cut into the required size and shape, is made
of the consistency of the hardést wood by
steeping iw oil, after which it is left to dry in
an oven.  When the required time has elapsed,
it is removed, and left in the open air for some
minutes, when a coat of refined black varnish
is laid over the surface. Before this varnish
has become dry, pieces of pearl, cut in the
form of leaves, roses and other flowers, as the
fancy of the artist may dictate, or the charac-
ter of the article may require, are laid on the
paper to which they adhere, and which is
again placed in the oven. When it has been
removed the second time, another coat of var-

WORK FOR THE SEASON.

+ July is, usually, the hottest month of the
year, and-the most busy with the farmer, as
he often has much to do to his tilled crops to
promote their growth by proper culture aud se-
cure them against drought ‘and weeds; and
this is-the principal season for securing his
carly harvest. In this month nature assumes
her most gorgeous and beautiful appearance.
Vegetation is in full luxuriance. The fields
wave with grass and grain, and the crops on
tillage begin to cover the land with green.

Wecds should be thoroughly destroyed be-
fore haying, else they will not only choke the
plants and rob them of their food, but they
will ripen seed for an abundant crop another
season. Many weeds that are among grain
crops, should be pulled out as soon as they
begin to blossom.

Stirring the Soil not only greatly promotes
the growth of plants, by rendering it fine and
permeable to the tender roots, but this process
isone of the best protections against drought,
as the loose soil prevents the escape of mois-
ture by evaporation, which is invited upward
from the moist soil to the surface by the in-
fluence of the sun.  Land not tilled will dry
down 8 or 10 inches in depth, while that often
stirred and kept finely pulverized at the top is
moist within a few inches of the surface. We
have trjed-the experimeat often on lands ad-
joining. Compact soil serves as a conductor
of ascendthg moisture, which passes off by
evaporation. But the fine loose soil at the
surlace holds moisture like a covering of
boards, straw or other litter.

Worlk Early in the morning.—In this hot
month, retire to rest early, and begin labour
quite early in the morning, while the air is
cool and refreshing ; and in the haying sea-
son, which allows of no rest at noon, work
moderately in the latter part of the forenoon,
to allow the system a little respite from severe
oil.

Drinking Cold Water.—Several persons
Jose their lives cvery hot summer by drinking
freely of cold water, when over heated; and

nish is applied on the surface of the pearl and

aper indiscriminately. The varnish when it
has had suflicient time to dry, is scraped off
the pearl, and the same process is repeated se
veral times, until all parts of the surface ismade
quite even. This gives the pearl the appear-
anee of having been inlaid. The article,
which isstill in an unfinished state, after a tho-
rough polish, has to be submitted to the hands
of an artist, upon whose skill its beauty in a
great degree depends. = Under his hands the
picce of pearl, but roughly formed, is soon
converted into a full blown tlower, surrounded
by its leaves and buds. T'he branches are
first traced out with a camel’s hair pencil,
dipped in size, upon which gold leaf is after-
wards laid, Then follows the painting of the
flowers and leaves, the colors of which are
rendered almost indelible by the application
of a second coat of refined white varnish.—
Persons who have seen papier mache articles
have no doubt been struck with the natural ap-
pearance given to the leaves and flowers by
the pearl, the brilliancy of which endures an
incredible length of time,
