Norwegian Prune Pudding—Use one-
half pound of prunes, two cups cold
water, one cup sugar, one-half teaspoon
of ground cinnamon, one and one-third
cuy cornstarch and one tablespoon of
lemon juice. Soak prunes in cold water
several hours, or over night, cook slow-
ly at boiling temperature until _ soft.
Take meat from stones. -Mix sugar, cin-
rnamon and cornstarch with a little cold
water, add boiling water and cgok until
it thickens; add lemon juice, mix with
prunes last thing.
