Saint John resident, Chipman G. See-
lye, now residing at Pueblo, Col, in
has recent election to be a vice-presi-
dent of the Civil Service Commission
of the United States at a convention
held in Los Angeles.

Mr. Seely¢ is a native of St. George,
N. B, and tame to Saint John in the
spring of 1880, having obtained & posi-
tion with the Western. Union  Tele-
graph Company. He assisted in- the
construction of the first telegraph line
to carry duplex and quadruplex tele-
graphy from Sydney, C. B, to New
York, in connection with the French
cable completed that year.

CONSOLIDATION

In the autumn of 1880 the telephone
interests in Saint John, which had pre-
viously been operated by the Domin-

panies, were consolidated and became
the property of the Canadian Bell Tele-
phone Company. The late Arthur W.
McMackin of the Dominion Telegraph
Company, Mr. Williams of the West-
ern Union, and Mr, Seelye of the Weit-
ern Union, were selected to carry on
the telephone work independently.

Mr. Seelye remained with the Can-'
adian Bell Telephone Company, trav-
cling extensively, establishing ex-
changes in both New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia, until the spring of 1888,
 at which time he left for Denver, Col-
orado, where he became associated with
the Colorado Telephone Company.

SUCCESS IN U, S

, After s short period of employment
in Denvér, he was made manager of
the exchange at Boulder, Colorado.
Two years later he was sent to Canon
City, and rose to be district manager
of a large territory coveping some 15
counties in Southern Colorado,

In 1911, he became division -general
manager of the Mountain States Tele-
phone and Telegraph Company, a con-
solidation of the Colorado, Rocky
Mountain Bell and Utah Independent
Telephone companies.  This division
consisted of the states: of Utah, Idaho
and portions of Wyoming and Oregon,
with headquarters. in Salt Lake . City.
This division' operates nearly ‘50000
telephones with 1800 employes. After
nearly 40 years of service, Mr, Seelye
was retired, and’ returning to Coloratlo,
again’ made Pueblo his home. “
