STILLMAN DIVORCE
NOTE MADE PUBLIC

New York, Nov. 7—The famous
‘“confession letter” alleged to have been
written by Mrs. Anne U. Stillman to
her husband, James A. Stillman, was
submitted to the appellate division of
the Supreme Court in Brooklyn today
as the basis of an appeal by the banker
from a recent decision of Justice Mor-
schauser, confirming a referee’s report
