The number of industrial amalgamations
consummated in Canada since January,
1909, is 20.

The aggregate authorized capitalization,
including bonds, of 19 of these mergers is
$199,600,000.

The securitiesv issued to the public, as|

a result of the amalgamation movement
totalled at.least $26,350,000.

. The smallest merger was the Siemon
Company, Limited, capitalized at $1,000,-
000. It absorbed three companies.

The aggregate capitalization of 106 of
these companies was approximately $66,-
040,508, which amount, in various ways,
was increased upon amalgamation.

The largest consolidation was the Steel
Company of Canada, Limited, which took
over five companies. Its authorized cap-
italization, including bénds, amounted to
$35,000,000. ;

Wide Spread Movement
