To CURE CORNS. — Nothing harder than the 
finger nail ought ever to be allowed to touch a 
corn, which can be always cured, or kept from 
causing inconvenience by simply bathing the part 
in warm water for half an hour for several nights 
in succession ; often a single night's bathing will 
accomplish the object of softening the parts ad- 
jacent to the actu il corn, and it can be picked out 
with the finger nail, and the shoe can be instantly 
worn without discomfort, which an hour before
