We publish elsewhere & letter on
the McKinley tariff which appeared in
the St. James's Gazette and which was
written by, Mr. James I. Fellows, the
agent general for this province in Lon-
don. The views put forward by Mr.
Fellows in regard to the effects of the
McKinley tariff are much the same as
these which have been enunciated
in the Gazerte. We believe that this
legislation on the part of
the United States will awaken the
people of the United Kingdom to the
necessity for a closer union with the col-
onies, and will prove a powerful factor
in bringing about Imperial Federa-
tion. The idea of an Imperial Customs
Union against the world was first per-
mently. brought forward at the meeting
of the British Association in 1884 by a
gentleman from Liverpool, England, in
an elaborate paper which attracted
much attention at the time. He showed
that the British Empire produced every
article necessary for the comfort and
sustenance of man, or for the use of
manufacturers with the excoption of the
long stapled cotton which is obtained
from the southern states. This de-
scription of cotton, however, could prob-
ably be grown in Queensland and in
Egypt, which is now virtually a part of
the British Empire, so that our Empire
is practically independent of the rest of
the world and can defy the efforts of
United Christendom to injure it com-
mercially if it will be but true to itself.
We believe the time will come when
there will be such a union as Mr. Fellows
indicates and'there is no good reason
that can be urged against it being
brought about at an early day. Such a
union would make Canada enormously
prosperous, for it would give us the
control of a market for our products
which is practically without limit. The
subject is one which is worthy of the at-
tention of the best minds in the British
Empire, and we trust that it may soon
assume a practical form.

such Fledge has been given to the im-
perial government.”

Leaving the little railway station at
Beauly, we saw_not an hundred feet
away, at the road-head of a long pair of
stairs a huge wagonette, already filled
with people. Thiswas the Straithglass
“coach,” as my companion said. Two
seats were reserved beside the driver.
These we scrambled into, and before the
train had steamed out of the station our
coach was rolling heavily away towards
a region of silence eternal. For when the
Strathglass coach finally stops some 30 or
40 miles west of Beauly, in every direc-
tion save that from whence it came, is a
land that has neverknown a road or a
wheeled vehicle. Once under the old
clan system it was peopled with a grand
and noble race. From clearance after
clearence and eviction after eviction it is
now more lone and silent than when
skin-clad helots huddled in its straths
and glens, and savage Pagan rites were
celebra_ed within its olden stone circles
a.d clachans. To-day its very foot-paths
end bridle-paths are given over to_ the
amekeeper, the gillie and the red deer.
erhaps an bundred grave-faced crofters
may occupy every hundred square miles
of land. Landlordism has axterminated
the gratest portion of Scottish people
throughout the entire north of Scotland
precisely as, with famine and Balfourism
it is gradually but surely murdering an
entire race in Ireland. The Green Isle is
being transformed into a sheep and
cattle range for London butchers; and
the Scottish Highlands from the Gram-
pians to the ocean rim around the whole
north of Scotland and to the onter cliffs
of the Western Isle is already simply
a vastgame preserve for London sports-
men. But God's sunlight never shone
on so romantically beautiful a land; and
the inexpressible pathos of it all mists
our eyes as they look in vain for the
omes where a whole race has been plun-
dered of its heritage.

the fishery question, with a view to over-
coming the friction between the two
countries, and the differences that are
constantly arising on account of the
goizure of American fishing vessels,
boarding the same, the destruction of
their bait, etc., under the “bait act.”

The nature of the proposals made by
Mr. Bond to the imperial government,
and which, he says, they have assented
to, were thus stated by him to the Her-
ald —

«Heretofore the imperial government
has been led to ] ok upon the interests
of Canada and Newfoundland as identi-
cal, but we showed clearly that our in-
terests are very wide apart. For instance,
Canada has certain canal questions, the
Behring sea difficulty,the Alaska bound-
ary, and other issues, which might make
reciprocity with Canada a complicated
question, but Newfoundland, being no
part of the Dominion, would have no
concern in these matters, and should not
be embarrassed by having her interests
mixed up with those of Canada.

“We convinced the imperial govern-
ment of the correctness of this view, and,
as a result, | was authorized by the im-
perial government and the government
of Newfoundland to proceed to this
country for the pu of submitting
to the British minister, Sir Julian
Pauncefote, a proposal from the New-
foundland government to be laid before
the governmentof the United States, and
also to take sach further steps as I
might deem necessary to accomplish the
object in view.

“Acting on these instructors I have
submitted to your government, through
Sir Julian Pauncefote, a proposition to
the effect that American fishermen shall
have the privilege of entering the harbors
of Newfoundland at all times to purchase
bait on the same terms as Newfound-
land fishermen and the privilege of trad-
ing and selling fish, oils, ete., subject
only to such customs duties as are im-
posed upon Newfoundland vessels simil-
arly employed; also the privilege of the
winter goaen herring Pishery without
restriction. In return for this we ask
that the product of our Newfoundland
fisheries—fish, oils, etc.—and our crude
or unmanufactured minerals, be admit-
ted to the United States free of duty.”

It appears that Mr, Bond has been to
Gloucester to air his views, and accord-
ing to common report his proposals were
not very favorably received at that cen-
tre of the American fisheries. Mr. Boni
states that Canada will not be permitted
to come under the reciprical provisions
offered to the United States and that the
Newfoundland bait act will be enforced
against us. We yucte from the inter-
view what Mr. Bux i says on this point:—

“Under the arr :zement that has been
submitted to the government of this
country, will our fishermen be pernit-
ted to engage in the frozen herring
business in Newfoundland 2

“Yes, certainly, and that is a most
valuable fishery to this country. Your
fishery bureau evidently aY}xm.iam the
value of that fishery, for I find that it
receives special mention in their
reports for 1886 and 1888, It is
herein declared that frozen herrings
from Newfoundland are used extensively
by the George’s bank cod and haddock
fishermen as bait during the winter sea-
son, and large quantities are also used
for food purposes, being shipped in a
frozen state nearly all over the United
States” These frozen herrings sell here
at from €1 10 $2 per hundred count. The
average amount aold by American fish-
ermen in Boston alone is 20,000 barrels,
or about 10,0(.0,000 fish per year. You
will appreciate, then, the immense value
of this fishery privilege to the fishermen
of New land.”

Kingsport, N. S. has only had railway
communication with the Cornwallis
and Annapolis Valleys for a few months
yet it is already doing & large export
trade. The Grit Halifax Chronicle
after telling how in the middle of Sep-
tember the 8. S. Odin left Kingsport for
Havana with 5,000 barrels of potatoes,
goes on to say :—

“The Odin had scarcely sailed when
the magnificent fruit steamer King Frode
arrived, having coaled at Parrsboro, to
load apples for London. She carries about
9,000 barrels and was chartered by D. M.
Dickie, and will sail about the 18th inst.
There seems to be every likelihood that
forty thousand barrels of potatoes will be
shi{)ped to the West Indies this autumn
and winter, and probably twenty-five
thousand barrels of -apples to England
from Kingsport. An additional amount
will go in either directions, so_that the
Cornwallis Valley railway will carry
perhaps, one hundred thousand barrels
of this year's crops—not a bad begin-
ning.

Yet the paper in which this item ap-
peared is one of these annexation-
ist sheets which is always declaring that
our only market is the United Statea
and that we cannot do any trade with
the West Indies.

But
if you will come far enough you will find
this language in all its original richness
purity and power, and will be astonnded
to know that every soul in many
districts in Ireland and, geograghically,
in the larger portion of Scotland. speak
it every waking hour of their lives
precisely as their forefathers spoke it
for unknown cycles of years before them.

“Oh, yes,” explained my friend, “we
are all Gaelic still, north of Perthshire
and Aberdeen-shire, and in all the outly-
ing islands.”

Bless them for loyalty to their tradi-
tions and language, it must be so; for be-
low and behind us there came a roar of
song ,that echoed widely through the
glens and passes. They had worn out the
thread-bare gossip of Strathglass, and,as
all without exception had had the cockles
of their hearts warmed a little this day by
g cinder in their glasses,” as the High-
landers affectionately term a drop of
peat whiskey, moodiness and silence,
after “the ceilidh” or golsiping was ex-
hausted, were succeeded by impetuous
song.
