lyjîirA FERRY UOAT ACCIDENT.
Yesterday afternoon in an attempt to 

reach the ferry boat as she was leaving 
the foot of Princess street a young man 
named Jenkins missed his distance and 
nlunged into the water. His brother 
who was on the boat, plunged in to rescue 
him. He was followed by John Coholan 
the gate keeper, anh the two succeeded 
in rescuing the man from what seemed 
imminent peril. .

Mr. Coholan, who lives on Main street 
Portland, has been the means of saving 
a number of lives. When the mate of 
the steamer Empress, in 1864, ne saved 
two men from drowning who fell ott the 
American boat- For this he received 
the freedom of the city. Before and 
since that time he has rescued nearly a 
dozen people from a watery grave. On 
one occasion Mr Coholan was presented 
with a handsome watch. Yesterday his 
watch was ruined by the water.

DIED AT SEA.
Says the Sun:—John Harrison, a well 

known contractor of this city, is dead.
At the time of the destruction of his 

house in Carleton by fire he was in Eng­
land, and on receiving word from his 
wife sailed on the Etruria for home. On 
Friday last Mrs. Harrison received a 
despatch from her son in England enquir­
ing if his father had arrived, followed 
shortly after by another despatch stating 
that Mr. Harrison had died on the pass­
age out and was buried at sea.

Mrs. Harrison. Deceased was a stone 
cutter by trade and executed several 
important contracts in this line with 
satisfaction, including the stone work on 
the I. C. R. depot, the marine hospital, 
lhe parliament building at Fredericton, 
etc. He has been living in Carleton 
about three years and was a partner 
with Rhodes,Curry & Co. in repairing the 
Negrotown Point breakwater.
