«I¢ ig well with the child,” was said
nearly two thonsamd years ago. And
when we think of the vastness of etern-
ity, wecan truly say as we bend over
the graves of those whom we call old, as
well as those of the young, “It is
well with the child.” Our sorrows
are mostly selfish and unsubstan-
jal  sorrows — unavailing because
they are for occurrences, atts or words
that can never be undone or recalled.
We may well unite in thanksgiving be-
cause of our country’s growth and pros-
perity. He would have been a
dreamer indeed who . fifty years ago
should have spoken of railway
trains in our day running
through from Sydney to Vancouver,
and how the rails should form 8 link in
a chain by which the world might be
girdled in a time hitherto unthought of ;

THE MERCHANTS' EXCHANGE-

The opening of the Merchants’ Ex-
change yesterdsy was an event of con-
siderable importance and interest inthe
commercial history of this city. In all
business communities it i8 recognized
as a necessity that there should be
some central point where business men
can meevat certain hours of the day,
for the purpose of communicating with
each other and transacting business to-
gether. In the olden days of the city
when the population was small
and business men were near fo-
gether no difficulty was experienced
by our merchants in  seeing
each other. No doubt the venerable in-
stitution known as the 11 o'clock at
which it was considered necessary to
imbibe a certain modicum of old Ja-
macia rum derived a good deal of its im-
portance from the fact that it was the
means of bringing business men togeth-
er. The 11 o'clock has now gone out of
fashion, and the business men of St
John are scattered overa wide area, so
that the necessity for a merchants’ ex-
change has become very pressing. At
one time Chubb’s Corner served the pur-
pose to a considerable extent, but it has
never been in recent years what it was
before the fire, and certainly it can hard-
ly be expected that our merchants
should make a practice of meeting
at a place which offers no facilit-
jes for the transaction of business, or
even for- ordinary comfort. The rooms
of the Board of Trade although central-
ly situated have never been sufficiently
commodious to serve the purpose requir-
ed, and therefore the establishment of a
Merchants’ Excl d to be de-
manded in the general interest. Cer-
tainly the Messrs. Pugsley are very
much to be congratulated on the enter-
prise and spirit they have displayed in
this matter, and it is to be hoped that
their reward will be an ample one.
Some  people have been  dis-
posed to imagine the Mer-
chants’ Exchange is intended to com-
pete with the Board of Trade, but this is
not the case. There is no reason what-
ever why one institution should interfere
with the other in any way. The Board
of Trade has functions of its own entire-
ly different from those of the Merchants

The Wealth of Queen Victoria.

An act was recently passed enabling
the Queen to make a will, as she was not
before this supposed to be the possessor
of any property, and the impression pre-
vails that she has effected large savings.
This is not the case. Although she has
for many years lived in retirement, her
expenditure has not materially decreas-
ed, for the mise en scene of royal pag-
eantry is still kept up. She has expend-
ed considerable sums upon the purchase
of the estates of Osborne and Balmoral
and their maintenance falls on her. She
has, too, made considerable monetary
presents to her daughters on their mar-
riage, 50 that although she inherited
£250,000 from a silly person who left her
this amount, her private fortune is com-
paratively small. Two years ago Lord
Salisbury’s Government submitted to
Parliament a proposal to endow her
grandchildren. A committee of the House
of Commons was appointed to con-
sider this demand when it was decided
that provision ought only to be made
for the children of the Prince of Wales.
The commiitee was informed, under a
pledge of secrecy of the total value of
Her Majesty investments. As 1
was a member of this
committee, I cannot, of course, violate
this pledge; but I do not think I am
breaking confidence in saying that the
amount was surprisingly small.—Henry
Labouchere in the October Forum.

ANOTHEE BRITISH GALE.

Furious Storm in the South of England
and Ireland—Many Vessels Total
Wreeks and Their Crews Drowned—
The Gale Still Raging.

Loxpox, Nov. 11.—Last night a heavy
gale set in in the South of England and
Ireland. During the night the wind grew
stronger until finally it blew a hurricane.

At Sandgate the iron ship Benvenue,
over 2,000 tons burthen from London for
Sydney, N. 8.

The life boat
was manned and made several ineffectual
attempts to reach the vessel
The life savers abandoned all
hope of saving the crew. One
sailorin the rigging almost reached
shore by swimming, but was drowned.

The storm extended northward and now
rages with great fury from Wick, Scot-
land, to Scully islands in the English
channel. A telegram from the island
states that a schooner was wrecked and
three of the crew saved. A vessel, the
Paramount, was sunk off Lowestoft, Suf-
falk. All hands on board, except two
sailors were drowned.

The bark Amor is stranded near St
Leonard’s,Sussex. Her crew are in the
rigging and at last accounts not rescued.

In London the storm has done con-
siderable damage. The Norwegian brig
Solertia was wrecked at Stundland, Dor-
set. The fishing boat Star of the East,
while entering Lowestoft, crashed again-
st the north pier and was wrecked, six
of the crew being drowned. The sch.
Marguerite Marie, bound for London,
was blown ashore and wrecked.

Part of the life saving crew at Hythe
while rescuing a shipwrecked crew were
swept from tbe boat and drowned.

A foreign bark went ashore at Dungen-
ess. The life boat men started to the
rescue, but the life boat capsized and
five of the crew were lost.

At Deal a fishing boat capsized and
two men were drowned.

Several vessels are ashore between
Dungeness and Dover. The damage to
fishing boats and other small craft erapl-
oyed in the local coastwise trade is large
while the damage to property at Folke-
stone and Deal is very great. At Christ
church the river Stour and the Avon
overflowed their banks and the country
near Christ church is flooded. A part
of the town is inundated.

mountain top produces no appreciable

less millions of rain-drops which follow

in wearing the mountain top away. As
they roll down the mountain side, they
gather intorivulets, brooks,and torrents,
and their erosive force becomes greatly
increased by gravitation. Another drop
may fall into a crevice in the rock, there
to remain until it expands in the act of
freezing, and splits off a fragment, which
in its turn is carried down to lower lev-
els, Or perbaps the rain-drop falls as
asnow-flake which, with many others,
isin time consolidated into an ice-field
and glacier, which ploughs down the
mountain side, crushing and grinding
the racks as it goes, into a form which
can readily be transported to lower levels
by the streams of water formed by its
melting.

Or perhaps the rain drop falls upon a
limestone formation. A little—a very
little, but still a definite quantity—of the
hard rock is dissolved and carried away
to the ocean, or deposited in a distant
locality by the evaporation of the water.
The amount dissolved by & single rain
drop is almost infinitesimal, but
the great caverns found in  all
parts of the world owe their
origin tonothing but this solvent power
of innumerable drops of water. Even
the hard, enduring granite will finally
crumble away, one of its constituent
minerals, feldspar, being decomposed
and changed into clay. The erosive
power of running waterand the chemical
action of still water supplement and aid
each other in their great work.

That the streams and rivers of the
more level districts are continually low-
ering the level of the land is-evident to
every one. The.bars which are formed
at the mouths of the rivers are only the
earth which has been washed down from
higher regions by the rushing rain-drops,
and the level of the land is constantly
being lowered, and, in many cases,
preceptibly so by this means. If any
proof were meeded of the action of the
force in past times it would be found in
the fossilized rain-prints, where the im-
pressions made in soft mud by the
drops of some ancient storm have been
hardened into stone, and preserved to
usso perfectly that we can tell from
what direction the wind was blowing in
that shower of millions of years ago.—
Popular Bcience News.
