CHINESE JOSS HOUSE
DESTROYED BY FIRE

Dining Room Annex of Hotel at
Kamloops Also Burned
Down

Kamloops, April 16.—A thick volume
of smoke from the roof of the dining
room annex of the Queen’s hotel was
the first intimation given of the fire
which broke out there and which re-
sulted in the destruction of that build-
ing and the Chinese joss house adjoin-
ing.

Before the alarm whistle sounded the
Chinamen had thelr hose connected
with the hydrant and were playing on
the flames for several minutes before
the fire brigade arrived on the scene
with additional hose. For a time it
looked as if the Queen’s hotel might go
but the alley between the annex and
the fact'that both buildings have brick
walls served to keep the fire from get-
ting hold of that building, the brigade
exerting themselves to that end.

How the blaze originated is not clear.
No one seems to know exactly how or
where the fire started but the opinion
is that it began in an upper room over
the kitchen and was probably due to
a defective flue.

Some of the furniture was saved
from downstalrs and the Chinese man-
aged to remove quite a few of the in-

| terior furnishings of their building.

Had the wind been from the west,
no doubt, the whole of Chinatown
would have been wiped out.

MOYIE STREETS.

Moyie, April 16.—During the next two
months the streets of Moyie will be
given a general overhauling. Wider
and better sidewalks will be laid to re-
place the older ones, while many new
ones will be put down in the outlying
streets of the town. The work will be
done by the provincial government.

The coming summer promises to be a
banner one for Moyle lake. Its fleet
of launches and rowboats will be larger
than ever, and it is expected that, com-
mencing in a few days, the boating

The Moyie Waterworks Company has
a staff of men employed for some time
lowering the mains. Many  of them
were lowered last year, but the work
was not completed, and the company
experienced considerable difficulty in
its attempts to keep them thawed out.

The pldners at the sawmill of the
Portoc 3Iico Lumber Company, two
miles west of Moyie, have been started
up. It is expected that the sawmill will
be put into operation in about a week.
