AWFUL ATROCITIES IN
PORTUGUESE W. AFRICA.

Slaves Beaten to Death—Wo-
' men and Children
Mutilated. ,

Washington, March 12.—A vivid de-
scription' of atrocities alleged to be
perpetrated upon the slave laborers on
plantations on the islands of Princi-
pine and Saint Thomas, Portugese
‘West Africa, was given in an address -
on “Children's Lives ‘in Africa,” by
Gen. Goubert Pinear, of South Africa,
at last night's session of the interna-
tional congress on the welfare of child-
ren under the auspices of the Nation-
al Mothers’ congress.

“The atrocities ¥:have wilnessed In
Portugese West Africa have taken
such a hold upon me,” declared Gen.
Pinear, “that I cut'myself loose from
all my business, and leaving my family,
I have consecrated my life to the free-
ing of the men and women who are
daily being done to death and.the lt-
Ite children I have frequently seen be-
ing ‘beaten up‘until the blood flowed to
the ground.”

The speaker said he formed an as-
rociation with the intention of peti-
tioning the Portugese government on
behalf“of the slaves to establish mis-
sionary settlements  to civilize and
Christianize them, and to act as a
guard ever the slave traders and to
report the .atrocities to the - associa-
tion. He asked for the support of the
Mothers’ congress in this mission . of
‘humanity.

After gtating that the crueliies meted

Wave of Reform Dealt With at
Young People’s Mission-
ary Conventmn. i

Pittsburg, Pa., March 12. — That
Amerijcan copmerciallsm follows close-
ly the work and achievements of mis-
sionaries in Christianizifig heathen na-
tions was forcibly ‘presented by glo-
quent speakers during the second day
of the international convention of the
Young People’s missionary movement.

Many of the leaders who occupied
seats on the stage in front of an audi-
ence of over 3,000 people, wept, as mis-
sionaries told the story of the erosd in
foreigrd lands. Everywhere that the
banner of Christianity has been un-
‘furled- the flag of commercialism has
followed. There has been-'a broadening
of religious spirit throughout the Ori-
ent, and China in particular has ex-
perienced a bloodless revolution of re-
form, as one speaker expressed it, dur-
ing the last few years. The wave of
reuglous reform, it was asserted, ap-
pears to be sweeping the world.

The striking feature of  yesterday
was the series of addresses by native
Christians - representing - Korea, Japan,
India and China. Each graphically
described the growth of religious fer-
vor among his countrymen, recognlz-
ing in the Christianizing movement
the preservation of his country and.
the - development of the people among
all desirable lines. Hach also /laid
stréss on the great magnitude of the
work, the vast mumber yet to " be
reached by the uplifting power and
the comparatively few available
teachers and counsellors to reach the
masses.

Reports were made during the day
by missionaries from all the import-
aul flelds of the world, all teeming
with stories of wonderful uhiovement
and ‘almost uninterrupted progress.
