The+British govern-
ment;: fully -realized that officers of the
Russian squadron may have acted -with

The whole affair was a deplorable  mis-
of: the inguiry,
which will establish the facts, each gov-
ernment. is expected. to take appropriate
action without demands from either side,
and no pledges have heen fequired or
given by each country.

So-faras future comphcanons are con-
cerned, the incident is- regarded as closed,
though there has been™a slight hitch in
.the usso- -Anglo relations regarding mat-
“fors reliting to tlie intfernational com-
mission, which Thas decessitafed their
¢ransfer here, but they only cover minor
. point&;-and are expected to be adjusted
during the day.

It is now regarded as almost certain
that the commission will sit in Paris, and

“be “composed of five naval officers, one
"Russian and one British, each power to

choose another member, and the four to
select g fifth. Russia has practically
named Admiral Kaznakoff and Great
Britain Admiral Sir Cyprian Bridge,
although the latter selection is not abso-
lutely certain.

Great Britain expressed her intention
of asking that a United States officer sit
on the commission, - whereénpon - Russia
announced that she wouldséle¢ta French
officer. There is a strong'intimation that
Great Britain will invite ‘Admiral Dewey
{0 be ong of the commissioners.. Officers
of such a character as those mentioned
insure t,he anceplance of the findings of
the commlamon by both countnes and the
world.

Admiral Kaznakoff is onie of the ablest
“offiters in the Russian’' navy, -and is a
conciliatory disposition
and judicial temperament,  He has prac-
tically retired from active service.  He
commanded the Russian squadmn whlch
went to New’ York on the pccasion of the
Waorld’s Fair celebration in 1893,

To the verdict the jury added the fol-
lowing:  “On this occasion, probably the
most momentous  in the annals of thé
British Empire, the jury would record
their appreciation of the effortsimade by
the governments interested- fo- arrive at
a satisfactory conclusion of the matter,
which we feel has no parallel in the his-
tory of the werld.”

Hach
with equal positizeness denied that at
any time preceding the firing-wag a Jap- |.
anese, British -or other foreign torpedo
boat near to or accompanying the fishing
fleet. It was also stated that there were
no-Japanese among. the crews and that
none of the trawlers carried arms of any
descnptxon

One of the skippers, replying to a ques-
tion by the coroner, said that during the
five weeks that he was in the North sea
he had not seen any warships until that
night. S

This. closed the evidence. The repre-
sentative of the treasury then made the
guggestion as to the natureof th® ver-
diet, to which the coroner agreed, and |
without delay it was framed with an ad-
ded expression of sympathy for the rela-
tives and friends off the dead and in-
jured, and of appreciatiogfof the “calm
and courageous manner in which the fish-
ing fleet remained at its duties after this
terrible experience.’

The first witness described the nature
of the wounds as gunshot wounds.

Colonel~ Jocelyn Thompson, chief in-
spector of “explosives, said ''the shells
which struck the vessel were of Russian
origin. - He expressed the:opinion that
the shells which damaged the trawler
Mino were fired at a range not exceeding
a quarter of a mile. .

Captain  Gillard ‘testified” that the
frawler Gull was eclose enough for- her
crew to:speak to the Russiahs.  In order
to clear the battleships the trawlers went
ont of their course. The Russians passed
in two divisions, turning their search-
lights -on the trawlers. They.then fired.
The Russian squadrons were a mile to a
mile and a half apart. The firing lasted
half an hour. Ther#& were no British or
foreign terpedo boats among the fishing
fleet, the crews of these vessels being able
to see clearly owing to the searchlights.

Captain_Gillard added that the trawl-
ers were distinctly lettered and earried
fishing - lights. THe Russian squadron
_signalled’ each other,” then “wo —+essels
fired on the ships.  He' denmied that the
trawlers carried arms of any deseription
and was positive that no Japanese ves-
sels were among the ¥shing fleet.
