It is evident that the interest of
the people living along the Bay Cha-
leur, in the proposed Railway from
Gaspe to the Intercolonial, keeps
well in advance of Government ac-
tion in carrying the work forward.
Considering the isolated situation of
the large population of Gaspe and
Bonaventure—their important trade
interests and the immense advan-
tages that railway communication

with other parts of the country would-

be to them, and in view of the vast
sums being spent by the Government
in railway enterprises which are, in
some cases, far in advance of the
requirements of population—the peo-
ple of the Quebec side of the Bay
Chaleur have just cause to complain
of Ottawa indifference to their inter-
ests. We have grown accustomed,
of late, to hear rumors’ indicating an
intention t6 do something practical
in the way of undertaking this much-
needed work, but ,s0 far, there has
been comparatively nothing done. It
is true that the Railway Department
advertised for tenders last summer
for a portion of the road, but it was
a part that ought never to be built.
All competent authorities on the sub-
Jject agree that the comparatively
uninhabited fourteen miles of coun-
try between Mission Point and
Metapedia ought not to be thought
of as a route for the proposed rail-
way when connection with the In-
tercolonial can be made at Campbell-
ton at little or ne additional expense.
By making the Junction at Camp-
bellton instead of Metapedia the line
would be fourteen miles shorter and
terminate at a large and important
centre of trade and population, while
its route would be through a compara-
tively well-settled country. Ifit be
v.?rried past Campbellton it will run
parallel with the Intercolonial
through a wild piece of country un-
fit for settlement, necessitating a con-

stant fight with snow drifts and

slides, which would be avoided en-
tirely by taking the Intercolonial
rails fourteen miles below, and which
would be kept clear by the regular
traffic of that great inter-provincial
highway.  Freight and passenger
traffic for points north would have
no appreciable difference -of mileage
to go over by the Campbellton route,
while that for points south would
have twenty-eight miles less carriage,
hwe securing a saving of time to
travellers in the transaction of busi-
ness, besides bringing people belong-
ing to two provinces the more effect-
ually together, increasing their local
trade, promoting closer business and
social relationships and making the
vest possible use of the railway in
securing to all the people concerned
the benefits which such an important
work is calculated to bring.

We know that interested parties
have been quite successful in mis-
representing the claims of the Camp-
bellton terminus at Ottawa, and it
is a matter of great regret that the
intefests of thousands of people
should be trifled with just because a
tew gentlemen of wealth and high
social and political position have the
ear of those in authority when they
ask to have their whims gratified.
The difficulties of construction by
the proposed route between Meta-
pedia and Mission Point have been
minimised and the cost of the pro-
posed bridge at Campbellton exagger-
ated in this interest, and it is not to
the credit of certain high officials in
the pay of the people that they have
lent themselves to this unworthy
purpose.

The duty of the public men who
live in the localities most divectly
interested is to combine for the pur-
pose of impressing the merits of the
question upon the gdvernment at Ot-
tawa and in this connection it is
gratifying to know fhat so energetic
arepresentative man as Mr. La
Billois, M. P. P., of Restigouche is
moving in the matter among the peo.
ple of Bonaventure, where he is well
and favorably known, The people of
Bonaventure and Gaspe as well as
those of Restigouche understand the
subjecc thoroughly and their neigh-
bors of the other counties of northern
New Brunswick are in full sym-
pathy with them. But there can be
no manifestation of their will, where
it is most desirable that it should be
effective, save through the'medium of
their representative men.  Their
members of parliament and of the
provincial legislatures must be earn-
estly appealed to in the matter and
these, acting in concert upon the
governments, can wundoubtedly se-
cure a decision in accord with popu-
lar will and the interests involved.

‘We hope that the proposal to build

from Metapedia downward has en-
ded with last season’s advertisement
for tenders. If it was seriously -con-
templated to build a first-class road
by that route it is probable that the
high figures at which the tenders

were made have awakened the gov-

ernment to the difficult character of
the undertaking and has opened the
way for those who ought to press the
claims of Campbellton as the termi-
us. 'We hope, therefcre, to hear of
the subject being taken up in an
earnest and practical way by the
people and, through them, by their
representatives, so that the Ottawa
Government, especial®§ may be im-
pressed with _the necessity of no
larger trifling with the railway claims
of the Bay Chaleur people as they
have done in the past.

The Senatorship.

It is quite an intereésting pastime to
note the variations of the senatorial
barometer and the indications it gives
both here and in St. John. The Tele-
graph almost anticipated the vacancy
in its anxiety to announce its ‘‘New-
castle correspondent’s”prognostications,
but its exceedingly early effort appears
to have exhausted its knowledge of the
subject, the discussion of which appears
to be monepolised by the Globe. The
!atter paper has, however, been giving

uncertain sounds only, the last heing
from a correspondent; who writes over
the initials ““N. B.” and, like editors
and royalty, speaks in the plural as

follows,— o :

Sir—We have just received a letter
fromz generally reliable political author-
ity in the North, and as a matter of news
send you the following extract from it
on matters political:—“Who will be the
next occupant of the seat in the Senate
vacated by Muirbead’s death is the ques-
tion of the hour in political circles here.
A few of our leading Liberals discussed
the possibilities of the situation in an up-
town office yesterday. By them it was
considered certain that Mitchell, being a
Provincial non-resident, could not be
appointed. He visited us herea few
weeks ago and Adaws and he canvassed
the county in the interests of the former.
The probabilities are that we will have
Dominion elections in Northumberland
and Restigouche within a short time.
Mitchell and Moffat are expected to re-
sign their seats in Parliameut; Moffat
will receive the vacant Senatorship, Mit-
chell will stand for Restigouche, and
Adams run for Northumberland.” The
writer went on to tell who Adams would
be opposed by should the foregoing poli-
tical deal be made, but as this paragraph
was marked confidential. we are not at
liberty to give the name of the probable
Liberal candidate.

The man who evolved the above
programme must havea ‘‘great head.’’
He, probably,knows as much about the
Senatorship question as the rest of us
in Chatham and Newcastle, which is
just nothing at all. We have excellent
reasons for stating that those who con-
trol the appoiutment have not yet de-
cided exactly as to when or with whom
they will fill the vacancy, while it is
very improbable that the deal referred
to by “N. B.” was very seriously con-
templated outside of the “‘up-town
office” referred to, wherever or in
whatever town said office may be
located. Theonly matter of absolute
fact touched upon is that of Mr.
Mitchell's - well known weakness
in Northumberland which suggests
to his friends the necessity of finding
another ccnstituency for him. It is,
however, very doubtful whether _that
of Restigouche can be so easily manipu-
lated as “N. B’s” correspondent would
have us all believe. The talk of the
Senatorship being taken from North-
umberland and transferred with Mr,
Mitchell to Restigouche is mere flap-
doodle. Mr. Mitchell must, of course,
prepare to leave the representation of
Northumberland in the hands of some-
one more in accord with her people, but
‘the coming man is not Mr. Adams, for
he would be a poor substitute even for
our apostate Member. The fact is that
the Senatorship and the settlement of
the Ottawa representation of the Coun-
ty in{the next House of Commons are
matters of great anxiety to Mr. Mit.
chell’s three Newcastle managers and
the half dozen others who are permit.
tedjto thinkjthey also are keepers of the
seals and archives of the harness store,
and their anxiety is the more aggravat-
ed because they are as much in the
dark as anyone else as to who the lucky
man for the Senate is to be.

- Unconstatutional .

The | following Ottawa despatch of
13th is self-explanatory,—

In delivering judgment yesterday
in the Dominion Liquor License case,
after reading over the questions sub-
mitted by the Government, Chief
Justice Ritchie said : ““We have consi-
dered all the matters referred, and my
learned brother Strong, my learned
brother Fouriner, my learned brother
Gwynne, and myself are of opinion that
the acts in question are ultra vires of
the Parliament of the Do.ninion except
in 8o far as they regulate vessel licenses
and wholesale licenses. My learned
brother Henry is of opinion = that the
acts are ultra vires in whole ; and in
accordance with the practice of this
Court we shall traasmit our opinion to
the Crown without any reasons.”

This judgment will give satisfaction
to all who wish to see the affairs of the
Dominion administered as was'intended
at the time of Confederation and as
provided by the British North Amer-
ica Act. We all knew, when the Act
was passed, that it was a re cal-

Archdeacon Farrar cr “‘Intemper-
ate Langunage.”

The increasing unity among good men
of all creedsfon the anti-drink fquestion
has just had another remarkable illustra.
tion. Archdeacon Farrar, one of the
leading preachers of the Established
Church of England, was the chief speaker
at a recent great meeting of the congrega.
tional Total Abstinence Society. The
archdeocon said : I wish to say, that, as
& rule, any one of us arguing with a per-
son for five minutes about Total Absti-
nence would not fail to hear the remark,
‘“Oh ! you Temperance people use such
very"! intemperate language.” Supposing
it were true; supposing that the Tem-
perance reformars were in the habit of
using intemperate language, so much the
worse for the Temperance reformers, but
that does not affect in the slightest degree
the vast mass of absolute and irrefutable
truthfthey have to bring forward. Take
the speech of Mr. Cowen, M. P., at New-
castle, a man who is not a total abstainer.
He said:

‘¢ What fresh condemnation can langu-
age apply to intemperance ? It produces
poverty, disease and crime. The injuries
it inflicts are not irregular and exception-
al, but as regular as the motions of the
planets, and as deadly as the sirocco of
the desert. There is not a profession in
the land which the serpent has not drawn
the spells of his sorcery around ; there is
not a houseliold that has not been despoil-
ed by its leprous pollutien, and yet with
the vast accumulated experience of ages
men persist in the practice. It is net
ignorance, it is not infatuation, it is
insanity.”

All true language will always be called
and regarded as intemperate by those
whose interested monopoly we are obliged
to assail. The fact is, the blackness and
darkness of the horrors of the facts with
which we constantly have to deal is such-
that it} is almost impossible for us to
use any language which can be called in-
temperate, because it is impossible for us
to have the power of ‘painting tke scenes
of misery and disease, of which we have
almost every day ghastly evidence in the
reports of fthe police courts and assite
sessions, and if we use what they call
intemperate language, it is only because
men do not like to hear us say things
which are perfectly true. We are mt
going to paint the gates of . hell as Pan-
dise to please either millionaire brewes
or licensed publicans, Though we may
not use intemperate language we msy
state facts as they are, and testify to
things exactly as we have seen them ®
be. (Cheers..) It seomsto me that if
ever again we are charged with using in
temperate language, we should reply that
we say things far less strong than those
who are not Temperance reformers at alk
Reformations are never wrought with
rose-water. Luther knew this. Whes
Luther was charged with violent language,
his answer was ;—

*“The Word of God is a sword, a bat-
tle, a fire, a ruin, and a harricane.”

It is not only we who use what is called
‘‘intemperate language,” but poets,
statesmen, publicans aud brewers, and
even those newspapers which always
seem 80 glad to seize an opportunity to
have a fling at us and our cause. Sup-
posing I were to say that the drink was,
as I heard it called on this platform, * the
devil in solution”—that phrase was used
300 years ago by Shakespere, and the
words he puts into the mouth of Cassio:—

““/Oh ! thou invisible spirit of wine ;
if thou hadst no other name to be known
by, let us call thee Devil.”

Suppose I say that gin is the authentic
incarnation of the evil principle, and a
black throat, down which all kinds of
wretchedness whirls, calling upon delirium
to help it—that term was used by the de.
parted giant, Thomas Carlyle. Supposing
I were to make this statement :

“ The encourag: t of drunk
for the sake of gaining money is a m re
desperate form of assassination than has
ever been adopted by the bravos of any
age or any country.” -

Is that intemperate language? If so it
was used by the highly polished and high-
ly cultnred John Ruskin. Supposing I
make the remarkable statement that one
day in the week, viz., Saturday, is ‘ pay.
day, drink.day, 'crime-day,” is that in-
temperate language ? If 8o, it 1s used by
a gentleman who is very far indeed from
wishing to be called a Temperance re-
former, though anfextremely able judge—
Lord Bramwell. Suppose I use this strik-
ing statement :

‘‘ The amount of alcohol ccnsumed in
a District is the measure of its degrada-

tion,

Only weigh that sentence, and see
whether any one has said a stronger thing
than that. Who said it? The able and
witty Irish judge, Baron Dowse. “I might.
give an immense number of similar in-
tu/nrqps. Who said * Let us crush this
urtist in human slaughter?” I never said
that; Sir Wilfrid Lawson never said that;
even the dauntless Canon Wilberforce
never said such a thing. The man who
said that was a man who was in his day
‘“ the pink of fashion and the glass of
form,” the famous Lord Chesterfield;

Since the advent of the New Year the
weather has been the principal topic of
conversation here, and the oldest inhabi-
tants do not remember such a mild and
changeable winter for many years past.
Up to this time we have only had one
good snow-storm und two days sleighiug,
there is no frost in the  ground, and on
Friday evening last a heavy tbunder.
storm visited us, a thing that-has not oc-
curred in winter for years. Staftling
peals of thunder rént the air, and the
lightniug flashed ,vividly, followed by
heavy torrents of rain. Should sucha
storm have burst upon us on the 4th inst.»
the day the world was to have ceme to an
end, many of the superstitions and ignor-
ant would doubtless have been frightened,
and the hearts of the Second Adventists
would have gladdened, thinking that
great and wisely prophesied event was
about to come to pass,

People talk of hard times ; our city is
full of grumblers, and yet on Christmas,
money was spent as freely, and perhaps
more 8o than ever before.  Business has
been dull as it always is this time of the
year, and Bank Stock is ranging low, but
we cheerfully look forward to better
times, and the outlook is not so discourag-
ing as certain of our city papers try to
make out.

Death of William Carman, Hsq.

William Carman, Esq., a native and
once a representative of Northumberland
in the Provincial Legislature, died at his
residence Fredericton on Saturday mor-
ning 3rd inst. He was born in 1804, and
admitted to the Bar of the Province in
October 1825 and at the time of his death
was the oldest barrister on the roll of
! New Brunswick, and his brother, Richard
Carman of Chatham,now ds to that

session the week of Mr. Carman’s death,
C. W. Weldon, Q. C., M. P., said that,
as the senior counsel present, he wished,
on behalf of the members of the bar, to
pay a tribute of respect to the memory of
the late William Carman who had passed
away at the ripe old age of four-score
years. For upwards of thirty years the
deceased had been Clerk of the Supreme
Court, and at the fusion of the Court of
Chancery and Common Law in this Prov-
ince had become clerk of the former. His
Honor and others who had at that time
been actively engaged in practice, could
bear testimony to the attention he had
displayed in the discharge of his duties
and the consideration he had ever shown
the members of the bar. With him pass-
ed away one of those men who haveq
memories of l}ye’gone days in the history
of this Province, and one who will be
missed not less in the legal than he will
be in the social circle.

His Honor Judge Palmer said he felt
obliged to the Counsel for affording him,
as the representative of the Court, an
opportunity of paying a sincere tribute
to the worth of Mr. Carman. That gen-
tleman was, in his capacity, the first
creation of the Court and during the
long years in which he honorably filled
his position, he was not only ah, efficient
officer but a kind and consideraté: friend
to ghe profession. Courteous and af-
fabl¥ to all, he would be particularly re
membered by the Bench of the Province
as an officer who had always done his
duty faithfully, while his character as a
Chnstian gentleman made him worthy
of admiration and deserving that his
memory be kept green.

It was His Honor’s wish that a minute
of the remarks should appear on the re-
cords of the Court.

Degided progress has been made in the
breedigg of stock during the last ten
years,/but with a clear probability of low
prices for wheat in the futare, the farm-
ers of the midland district are called upon
to use their best efforts in improving their
stock yards. The great drawhack to the
business is the length of the winter, and
and for this reason the object must be to
raise cattle that mature early, The old
style of animal had to be kept through
three winters te make four or five hun
dred pounds of what was called beef.
Keeping such stock as that means a man
struggling with poverty, and poverty a
trifle the strongest. —Ex. @

Corn and oats ground together make an
excellent ration for fattening steers. At
first givean equalnumber of,bushels of each
ground together, which will give most of
the bulk in oats. Then, as the animal
gains, increase the proportion of corn gnd
add oilcake meal. One pound of this mix-
ture for every 100 pounds weight of the
animal is sufficient, and it should be given
in two feeds. The increased feeding to-
wards the last will consist in stronger feed
rather than greater bulk.
