Mrs. Mangan left this city on Satur-
day for Texas, where, after establish-
ing a lega! residence, she intends to
bring an action for the breaking of the
marriage tie.

Miss Bmown's marriage to Mangan
was one of the strangest ever recorded.
The couple were married in. the pres-
ence of & large number of their friends
in the Roman Catholic church of St.
Thomae Aquinas, at 177th street and
Boston avenue, on January 15 last, by
thé pastor, Rev. Father Parks. Fol-
lowing the ceremony the couplé drove
10, the home of Mr, and Mrs. Paul Har-
nett, in Commonwealth &avenue, near
‘West Farms road, where several hun-
dred friends gathered to congratulate
them. The reception there was follow-
ed by a wedding supper and a dance.
Mr. ‘and Mrs. Harnett are the uncle
and aunt of the bride, who had made
her home with them for many years.

AS‘KED‘FOR THE MONEY,

Abput eleven o'clock, after the sup-
per, the bride, it is said, asked the
bridegroom ‘for some money which he
had  promised to return to her before
the 'wedding. The couple had hired
apartments in 165th street, near Bos-
dton avenue, and had ordered a quant-
ity of farniture. When this was deliv-
ered, #t is declared that Mangan sald
he did not have the money to pay for it
with him. Miss Bnown said she had
‘Sofae money, but made Mr. Mangan,
it is asserted, promise to return it to
her the next time he called to see her.
When she spoke to him about it after
the wedding supper he declared he haq
thoughtlessly left it on his dressing
case /&t hig home, No. 731 Hast 146th
street. He sent his brother Lawrence
after it, but the letter, returning at
midnight, reported. that he could not
find it. Y

“I'l go myself,” the bridegnoom is
said to have remarked, and, with the
assent of the bride, he called the coach
that wae waiting to take them to the
station, and ordered the coachman to
drive him to his home.

Nothing more was seen of him by
the bride for four days. Messengers
were sent in all directions and tp the
police stations, it being supposed that
he had met with an accident. The
wride, surrounded by her friends, in-
cluding the three sisters of the bride-
groom, waited for him to return, and
when daylight came and he had not
been heard from ehe fainted. The rige
and the old shoes were laid aside and
all daparted. Dr. Van BEtten, of 117th
street and Anthony avenue, was sent
for, and for eix weecks the ypung wo-
man hovered on the verge of insanity.

Mangan, dazed, staggered into his
father's home two days later, and de-
clared that he had gene into a salpon
at 148th street. and Willis avenue,
whero he bad been drugged. Where
he had been since then he said he did
not know,

WEDDENG RING MELTED.

Relativea of the bride found him sev-
eral days later, and insisted upon him
calling at the home of the bride. She
fainted when ghe saw him. It is said
he made no explanations and did not
say anything about the belated wed-
ding tour. She has seen nothing of
him since.

Wedding gifts were then returned to
the givers, and the wedding ring was
given to Father Parks to melt for a
part of & new chalice.

Through Father Parks the circum-
stances surrounding the strange mar-
riage were communicated to Archbish-
op Cprrigan, and by him transmitted
to the pope, with a request for the
annulment of the marriage. The pa-
pal decree absolving the bride from the
ities which bind her techalcally to
Mangan is expected. shortly.

Mre. Mangan recently consulted with
lawyers, and on their advice went to
Texas on Saturday, preliminary to in-
stituting proceedings there. Her par-
ents live in Nova Scotia and are said
t» be well to do.

“It was the most singular marriage I
ever heard of,” sald Mr, Harnett, the
bride’'s uncle, yecsterday. “I cannot
understand why the man should have
gone through the wedding ceremony
and left his bride on the eve of his de-
parture on a wedding trip. Mangan
had brought up a map of the state-
rooms om the Jacksonville steamer, the
intention pf the bride.and bridegroom
being &0 spend their honeymoon at
Palm Beach. She intends to secure
both & religious and civil release from
Mangan,”

Mangan declared he realized after
the ceremony that he had made a mis-
take and feels sorry that he allowed it
10 proceed as far as he did. He says
he was in no financial condition tp
marry.

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A LIBERAL FIREBRAND.

Urges French in Ontario to Down the
English Protestant Fanatics.

The Mail and Empire reports' the
speech which J. L. Gauthier, a liberal
organizer from Montreal, made at Belle
River, in North Essex, claiming that
the defeat of Ross would be followed
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier being forced to

resign, and reports his remarks as fols

lows:

“The liberal party is a party of lib-
erty. In Beauharnois we defeated Mr.
Bergeron, because he was the leader
of the English fanatics and Protest-
ants, and in order that we might teach
the Mail and Empire and the Montreal
Star that we understand the constitu-
tion, and that we are bound to defeat
the fanatics who are trying to destroy
us. In Essex it is the same.

Remember that it is the liberal can-
didate, and that speaks for itself, for
has not that party always fought the
Protestant fanatics? When the King
of France sacrificed us to England only
sixty thousand French-Canadians were
left in Camada, but now we have two
million in this country, and the same
number in the United States, and we
invite the English fanatics to try to
put us down. Remember that Provid-
ence is the cause of ydur increase in
numbers, and to' put the Protestants
down you must be united.

Remember that it is the liberal party
that has always fought the Protestants
and the same party has also chosen one
of your number to be premier of Can-
ada. The stubborn stand which Mr.
Laurier has taken against Great Brit-
ain on political affairs, especially Im~
perialism, has set the world at large
talking, and if Mr. Ross is defeated the
opposition will claim that it was due
to the stand which the premier has
taken on Imperialism. It is mot unlike-
ly that within a month after the elec-
tion the premier may be forced to re-
sign,”

Mr, Gauthier concluded his feverish
peroration as follows:

“Do not forget that this part of the
country is where the French made their
last stand against England. The con-
servatives in Quebec ruined Mercier;
they drove him to his grave, and now
they regret their actions so much that
every year they put flowers on his
grave and then kneel down and ask for-
givness for their sins against him. Be-
ware that you do not do the same with
Ross in Ontario.”
