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The city of Glasgow, Scotland, which
leads the world in the municipal own-
ership advance, provides some iessons
in the benefits of civic control of street
railways, which should not -go un-
heeded in St. John.

To begin with, the city built. street
railways in 1870 and leased them to a
company which was compelled to pay
to the city the annual interest charge
on the full amount of the investment; a
yearly sum to the sinking fund suffi-
cient to clear the entire cost of the
lines by the time of the expiration of
the lease; an annual depreciation
charge of four per cent. so as to ep
the plant in perfect repair, and on?tbp
of all this an annual rental of $750 a
mile. The rates of fare were limited to
a penny a mile, with morning and ev-
ening cars for workmen at a penny

The franchise expired in 1894, when,
the company’s methods having been
unsatisfactory, the city decided to op-
erate the line itself. As the company
owned all the rolling stock and equip-
ment and had a monopoly of the omni-
bus and cab service, a bitter fight fol-
lowed, in which the city won and in
spite of having to cut rates to drive
the company’s busses out of business,
made a clean profit of $125,000 during
the first eleven months of operation.
The second year, 1896, showed profits
of $416,000. In 1897 the city took over
the last of the private lines in.or near
the city. It increased the w'a,ges of its
men $25,000 and again reduced the fares.
In the annual statement the tramways
committee called attention to the- fact

Expert will be Brought at Once—
Mayor White
Water and Sewerage Board

The first meeting of the naw water
and sewerage board was held yester-
day afternoon and the matier of se-
lecting a chairman was ssitied by the
appointment of Mayor Whita to the
position. Since the election, when Ald.
Milledge, the former chairmsan of the
board, was defeated, the matiar of se-
lecting a new chairman has been the
principal topic of conversation at City
Hall. Before Mayor White agreed to
accept the position he secured the
consent of the several members to
certain steps of a pronounced and de-
cisive nature, with the view of solving
the water problem of the city.

It was decided to engage the services
of Frank A., Barbour, of the firm of
Snow & Barbour, Boston, to examine
the water supply and advise the city
as what is best to done.
