An accident which was attended 

with fatal Consequences occurred late 
Wednesday afternoon on the Shore 
Line railway near Duck Cove. Ernest 
Jansson, a section man on the railroad, 
was dragged one hundred yards by a 
swiftly moving train, and received 
such severe injuries tliat death result­
ed last night about eleven o’clock.

Jansson with about fifty other-work­
men was employed in clearing the 
line of the N. B. Southern between 
Carleton and a' point about ten miles 
below, where the regular train is stall­
ed in a snowdrift. Fairly good pro­
gress had been made in the work of 
cutting out the blockaded train, and 
as the workmen cleared each cutting 
a relief train was run through the op­
ening or the purpose" of putting the 
final touches on the men’s work.

At the particular time the accident 
happened the train had given the 
warning whistle to the workmen to 
get out of the way, and all of them 
had climbed up the slanting snow 
bank. As the engine and cars shot 
past Jansson felt the snow give way 
beneath him and to his horror he 
found himself being irresistibly borne 
upon the advancing cars. He struck 
the hindmoset part of the last car, and 
became entangled. Before the engin­
eer was aware of the accident and 
could bring the train to a stop Jansson 
had been dragged between three hun­
dred and four hundred feet.

He was alive when the workmen 
reached him, but his Injuries were 
seen to be terrible. His face was

crushed In, the bones being broken, 
and the flesh hanging In shreds. His 
right arm also was nearly severed 
from his body.

As soon as possible he was brought 
back to Carleton and Dr. Wheeler was 
summoned to attend him. The ambu- 
lane was summoned and Jansson was 
removed to the public hospital. Though 
breathing, he" was In an extremely 
weak condition, and it was not - pos­
sible to attempt an operation. Every­
thing possible was done, but about 
eleven o’clock he passed away.

Ernest Jansson Is said to have been 
a sober, hard working man and the 
accident is a particularly sad one. He 
leaves a wife and three small child­
ren, all girls. He was a Swede by 
nationality, but came out to this 
country about nine years ago, having 
married but two years previous to his 
emigration. For some time he was 
employed as a seaman, having been 
cook on various toasting '-essels. 
About four years ago he entered the 
employ of the railway company and 
has been doing section duty since that 
time. The family live at 70 St. John 
street, West End.

An official of the Shore Line railway 
said last evening that Jansson had 
been warned earlier In the day about 
delaying when the whistle was given 
to get clear of the track, and at the 
time of the accident he was said to 
have been the last man to leave the 
rails He was working in the mid­
dle of the gang and protably did not 
mount the bank sufficiently to avoid 
danger.

R. A. Woods of 97 Prince street, St. 
John, N. B„ writes to The Brooklyn 
Eagle that: Ninety-seven per cent, of 
the masses in Canada are in favor of 
annexation between Canada and the 
United States. In fact, one quarter of 
the population of Canada today are 
being supported by money that Is being 
sent home from sons and daughters 
working in the United States to their 
people In Canada. He did not Inquire 
or find out why one-quarter of the 
population of Canada is out of work 
and one-half working for starvation 
wages. As stated before, the men who 
state that Canada is "О. K.” as she is, 
are “minions.” They do so because 
they have to—for "pap"—and ’ be­
cause their government job depends on 
their doing so. Every youung man’s 
ambition Is to get out of Canada, and 
they "beg, borrow or steal" to do so.

STOKM SWEPT. WHY DO WOMEN WORRY
Now that the I. C. R. is blocked, 

there is an almoet complete tie up in 
this province. The ordinary means of 
transporting passengers and mails are 
practically useless, and the postal 
authorities have been overwhelmed 
with work In an effort to devise new 
systems of mail carrying and to ar­
range for their regular delivery. Not 
one branch line in New Brunswick is 
doing business.

The New Brunswick Southern finally 
gave up all attempts at running any 
service, regular or Irregular, about the 
last of January, and are now engaged 
in shovelling out their snow-bound 
trains. It Is hardly likely that traffic 
will be resumed on this railway before 
spring.

The New Brunswick Coal Co.’s rail­
way from Norton to Minto is In a simi­
lar predicament, though yesterday they 
succeeded in sending a train through 
from Chipman to within fifteen miles 
of Norton, and hoped to reach that 
station during the night. To reach 
these places malls have been trans­
ported by means of teams, and even 
toboggans In districts utterly impass­
able to horses. For Norton and Belle- 
Islè Creek malls the highway can be 
used, but to Cody and points farther 
Inland toboggans are necessary. The 
mails have been leaving Chipman and 
Norton at ten o’clock each day, so a 
regular dally service has been main­
tained.

The N. B. and -P. В. I. has about 
given up all hope of clearing Its line 
between Sackville and Cape Tormen- 
tine. Teams are also employed there 
in the mail service, and the Island mall 
matter is sent out from Tormentlne 
and across the strait on Ice boats. The 
work is hazardous and severe, but It 
Is the only way communication can be 
kept open. Only one mall has been re­
ceived in two weeks.

Both steamboats are icebound at 
Georgetown and Plctou, and no pass" 
age has t been made by either the 
Minto or Stanley since January 24th. 
A southerly wind Is thé thing needed 
to release,the boats.

The Salisbury and Harvey railway 
is also out of business and has been 
for the last three weeks. A special 
sorting clerk has been placed in the 
mail train between this city and 
Moncton and he arranges the mail for 
delivery from Moncton. Teams make 
the round to Albert and Hillsboro. 
Turtle Creek and Synton are served in 
the same way, with Salisubury as the 
distributing point.

The Elgin, the Caraquet and the 
Moncton and Buctouche railways are 
In similar difficulties and all traffic is 
suspended on these branch lines.

MONCTON, Feb. 16,—After being 
clear scarcely one day, the I. C. R. 
Is again in the grip of a storm as dis­
astrous as that of a couple of weeks 
ago.

A storm which set In early Wednes­
day morning has tied up the road 
again and traffic Is almost at a etftnd- 
salll. As has usually been the case 
this season, the eastern division got 
the worst of the storm, while the 
northern and western divisions escaped 
comparatively easily.

Tlbblts sues In the county 
court and at the July term received a 
verdict for $10. This verdict Judge 
Carleton subsequently reduced to $4.50, 
the actual difference or value.

Against this the defendant, Porter, 
appealed, with the result that the ap­
peal was dismissed and the verdict 
sustained.
