tensions, and their validity ; it was there-
fore, in 1811, that thé Prince was obliged
to confide his secret to m. choquc, and the
Minister, Prince Hardenbgtg, had before
him the authenticated documents estab-
lishing the fact of his being the son of Louis
XVI, and his Queen Maria Antiondtte,.—
It was in consequence of his having satis-
“fied himself upon this point that Prince
Hardenberg allowed him to remain in
Prussia, on condition that he should take
the name of Naundorff, in order that he
might be safe from the power of Napoleon.
in 1816 his family were informed of his
existence, but when Charles the Tenth
came to Prussia in 1832, he had no inter-
view with him, as has been. stated,-nor
uld be, because at that period he was
limself in Germany, whither he invited
Compte d’Artois to visit him. The

-#nd exhibit the true character of the Duc
de Blacas, from whom he is said to have
received a large sum of money. Kings
have been deceived in a similar manner
before now, and money intended for spe-
cial purposes has been stopped in transitu
in the pocket of the authorised dispenser
of the ﬁoyal bounty. The statement of
the soi disant Prince will set this matter
right in the present instance.

After the expulsion of the Prince from
France, “ Monseigneur,” as s, Gruau styles
him—finding that there was neither law
norjuslice'ﬁéhis country, resolved to ad-
dress His majesty the Emperor of Austria
and other potentates, demanding that they
should establish a Supreme Court, whose
business it should be to examine and in-]
quire into the incontestible proofs of his
idontity in the presence of his sister the
Dutchess &’ Angouleme.

Without stopping to inquire why the
claims and pretensions of the soi-disant
Duke of Normandy have been suffered by
himself to remain dormant for 20 years,
during which three different branches of
his family must have been, according to
his Rsﬁml Highness’s showing, illegally in
possession of uis Throne, we give the let-
ter which the Prince has addressed to his
majesty the King of England :

We shonld here leave this mysterious matter to
itself’; but we have received from Mr. Hamilton, of
Annandale Cottage, near Dublin, a copy of a letter
which he has addressed to the Duchess Angonleme,
and of which he has forwarded copies to the Sove-
reigns, Princes, Statesmen, and Ecclesiastics of the
continent ; in which' that gentleman informs her
Royal Highness that, consistently with an oath of
secrecy which had been exacted from him as the
price of liberty and life, the Prince could never de-
clare his nnme or rank until after S1mox’s dgath.

Mr. Hamilton's Letter concludes thus :—

You recollect the mysterious visit which the pea-
sant Martin paid your uncle Louis, and you probab-
ly have heard of the attempt to murder your own
father, long before the] revolation had commenced,
as well as the untimely death of Pins the VI., who
with Hoche, Pichiegrn, Josephine, and others, had
compassion on the Orphan of the Temple. You
probably have heard that a dead child, abont his
age, was substituted for him on the day he was re.
leased ; thut he was placed beneath the care of Si-
mon the shoemaker, and sworn never to declare his
name or rank till after his protector's death.

No angel stands beside me in the field, and sends
me on a secret mission io the court with wholesome
admonition or reproof, bnt numerous circumstances
leave upon my mind a very powerful impression
that, siuce the dne' on which your father ceased to
live, mgracious Providence intended I should meet
and serve the Orphan of the Temple:

Offspring of Louis XVL., you have long been re-
cognized through Europe as the eldest daughter of
the Church, now edify world;~by acknowledg-
ing your brother's claims, or by exposing an im-
postor.  Your lamp may soon expire ; long will be
the night in which yon eannot labour, and it will be
succeeded by a dawn, in which you will be held
responsible for silence.

If you will not meet your brother in the British
empire which protected you so long, and enable him
by certain marks upon his body and your own, as
well as to those facts of which no persons but your-
selves have knowledge, and to the living witnesses
he names in confidence to me, 1 will appeal to the
Almighty as a judge, and to all mankind as jurors,
while I adduce such powerful evidence of his iden-
tity and wrongs, as must secure a speedy verdictand
the lprmecti\ro sympathies of every nation in the
world.

Your brother is not one of those individuals, de-
scribed by the Apostle, as “ without natural affec-
tion.! . He loves his kindred, kind, and country ;
he has no resentments to indulge, but has taken a
diploma in the college of adversity, which would
qualify him to practise as First Emperor of the
French. He has commenced a legal process in the
courts of France for the restoration of his patrimo-
ny, and has just completed the romantic history of
his life for publication, - leaving all political conside~
rations to that King of Kings, who govérns as he
wills the destinies of men and nations, without the
least ansiety respecting the result. A letter sent
for His Rgyal Highness the Duke of Normandy, or
for me, by any confidential person, wlil come’ safe
to hand, if left at No. 32, Sonthampton row, near
Russell square, in London, or at Aunadale cottuge,
Dublin.

Sincerely wishing yon, your brother, and your
country, perfect happiness, I have the hononr to be,
with due consideration, Madutt, your Royal High-
ness‘s most hwnble servant,

Bnt the troops had hardly commenced
their evolutions, which lasted from 8 o’clock till 4 in
the afternoou, when a courier arrived at full speed
with despatches, upon the perusal of which the
Priuce instantly set out for the Hague. The object
of the deliberations of the cabinet, therelore, ap-
pears to have been of such moment, that the King

wished to have a conference about it iruv‘mnu to his

The steam-packet, the Styx, which car-
ried out Marshal Clausel arriv'd at Toulon
3d instant, briging letters of the 31st ult:
from Algiers, of which the following are
extrafts :—* The Marshal landed on the
29th and was received with the most en-
thusiastic tokens of welcome and joy.
Some unfortunate riots, however, took
place on the 29th, at a short distance from
Algiers, where a post of Arabs which was
celebrating the event of the day, refused
to adwjt pf Arabs from the othdr posts.
A conflict engued, in which eight men lost
their lives, and about 15 were wounded,
knives as well as bludgeons being brought
into play. Another lamentable exent has
ccurred. The widow of an officer, her
two daughters, and a ydung child they had
adopted, lived in a country house in the
quarter called Bid Maz Reiz, in the en-
virons of the town. On the 25th, aservant
who went to them daily from the city, on
arriving at the house, found the whole
four murdered, together with a M. Meu-
nier, a mercer of the town, who generally
slept at the house. Nothing was stolen,
but no doubt is entertained that this Lorri-
ble massacre has been committed by a
Frenchman, and wasdictated by jealousy;
