2000 cubits sbove the place where (he
people crosded (3: 4). Unfil every thing
was finished. The priests witk the ark
were the representatives of God, and their
poeition where they would be the first to be
overwhelmed if the waters should break
their unseen but divine barriers, w s a
testimony to the people that it was eafe for
them to cross. God’s ministers are to
grove to the people that it is safe and wise
to trust in the Gospel promises, by them-
aelves fully trusticg them.
