DESTROYING BLACK KNOT.

The black knot in 'the plum, the fire-
blight in the pear, and many other simi-
lar diseases to which plants are ex
from the attacks of minute fungus germs,
te from a single spore -which
finds conditions in the plant favor
able to germination ; but it requires very
nice conditions to gat them to grow, and
it is thmt which renders them so harm-
less in proportion to the vast injury
which they might do if conditions for
growth were not nice. Talke, for instance,
the litle germ which causes yellow
fever, itis utterly harmless after under-

ing & temperature below 32 degrees.
Fhe germ which causes small-pox is also
destroyed when under a temperatare of
about 60 degrees, while the yon:s
typhoid fever plant ia literally -drown
