the province. Lhere was not, how-
ever, much ecope for the finanoce micie-
te: of the province to make any very
extemded remarks, nor (o present
any very novel psubjects, as our
yevennes were limited and the expend!-
farcz every year very nearly the same.
Ag the house was aware, the income of
the province was d-rived each yesr from
dominion enbsidies, territorial revenue,
provinel.d secretary’s office, taxes on in-
gorporatea companise, etc. The largeat
item of receipt af conr @ was the domin-
ior subsidies, which 1:st year amounnted
40 $438510.36 Territorial revenue came
next.

1he expenditare upon contingencies
had exceeded the estimate by $1 862 53.
U'he outlay was a little less than in 1897,
It covered 'he usual charges for the
equipment of the d:partmental offices
and the legislature, such as stationery,
t1 grams, telephounes, postage, horse-
hire and coaching—extra services that
wera nol provided under other bheads.
Neariy half the amount was incur ed
oy the legielative asgembly. Taking np
in detsil the item3 of edacation, My,
tweedie said that there were two unaus-

ual grants in 1898, the out-
llay for The lafe and Times
of Bir Leonard Tilley for scheol

ibrariee, and repairsa to University
bu 1 ling, estimates for which amounated
to $1 600. The eetimate for election bad
been exceeded by $16.30 - There were
two electi ns beld in 1898—cne in Char-
1 tte to fi.]1 the vacancy caused by the
death of Hon.James Mitchell, $184 10,
and one in Gloucseter county to fill tne
vacancy caused by the death of Mr
Sivewright., In the matter of fisheries
protection an’ unusual expenditare had
been created by the stocking of some of
the lakes, particularly Loch Lomond
with trout. This cost $5%94 80. The fish
exhibit at 8t¢John had producedan ouf-

 lay of $7,500
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forest fires, but of late years the goverc-
ment had taken every posible means
with the fands at their disposal to pro-
tect the forest, and he was glad to ssy
that putl ¢ sentiment had been educat-
ed to the immense importance of having
our forests pro‘ected. In poast
years large sections of forest
la d, contsining millions of dollars
worth of lamber had been destroyed by
carelessner. Under the system of long
leares the lumbermen were now tsking
far more jnterest than formerly in 1;0k-
ing sfter their lands in dry seas ne. 1t
was an absolute neceeeify, however,
that the surveyor geperal should have
more money at bis disposal for
this service, The province had a
heritage inits lomber lands of which
any country sbould bs proud, an
it was a prime duoty of the govern-
ment to see that they were efficient-
ly cooserved. (Applanee ) Ia former
years the lumber lande of the province
bad not been lookrd upon as of any spe-
cial v: 110, except to raise & revenue
when fande got a little ¢1ick by e¢lling
off large sections of the public heri‘age.
1t the policy now purswed had been fol-
lowed in the past, New Brunswick would
now occupy the best financial position
of any province in the dominion. It
was deplorable to think of how the ssgets
of the province had been rednced by the
mistaken policy of giving 10,000 acres per
mile of the choicest lumber lands for
rail way enbsidles, Those linds todsy
were worth at least $2 an rore, which
represented therefore a subsidy of $20,.
000 zor mils paid by the old govern:
m:n

Uyon the item of free grants, Mr,
Tweedie esid that under the act that
would be introduced by the government
there would be no necessity for this item
apoesring again. It was intended to
bring in & bill repealing the acte with
regard to the eettlement of crown 1inde
and all the acts would be consclidated
and new provisions made. Oa game
protection more had been spent than
ever before, but it should be
pwoted that the revenues from
asme licenses were increasing every
year. Honorable members would be
sarprised to know how rapid the advance
rad beer. In 1894 only $30 had b-en
received from gamo licenser; in 1885,
$112; in 1896, $852.50; in 1897, $1 993.
wnile ip 1698 the amount had been $4.-
831.82 Now with regar3 to this import-
sn: matier of gare prctection again,
many oandidates In the 7ze-
cent election bad been unthinking or
uoscrup: 1 :us enough to rajse the poor
man’s cry—that the pror man wes be ng
deprived of the privlsge of klling &
moose, It was essy to raise such a can-
vass as that, but it shos 1! be yemember:
ed that it was in the vit: 1 interest of the
country and of the poor man bime: It
thas our veliatls game Bupply shorl,
be maintained. Every moose in t e
conntry today was worth from $500 to
$800. The amount received by the gov-
ervment for 1 censes was & very smsll
item compared with what sportemen
hsd brought into the province 1list
year. He knew of one gentleman and
there was many such who had shot one
mooee, wh 1) the expenses of his trip
came to $500. Sportemen were coming
here in greater numbers every year,
and they would continue to come as
l)og as they were asmured that they
were more likely to find the game they
sought here than cliewbere. It wes
diffict 1, of couree, to enforce the laws. It
was nataral, perhape, if a mansaw a
mooee that he shotl! want to shoot it,
bot sometimes men who knew better,
eveu officers in the department,
were thonghtiess enough to engage io
euch illegs1 practices, and it was right
that thev should be punished, and he
wes glad to know that the surveyor
general was doing bis best without fear
or favor or regard for per onal cousider-
atiors, to have these poachers brought
to justice. There were comntries that
woold epeud millions of dollars today if
they cotl! secure the game supply of
New Branswick. It is one of the lega-
cies that have come down to us, and we
should trapsmit it unimpaired to our
chil iren. (Apjlauee)

‘Lhe exhibit at Boston had been an
experiment, but it had worked wel'.
It was a matter for pride that New
Bronewick had carried off fizat honors at
that show, and the reiult had been a
largely increased number of sportemen
comiog here to hunt.

Passing on, Mr., Tweedie said that tbe
expenditure upon immigration was con-
tro.1:d by the surveyor genera.’s depart-
ment, Ithad been made under the pro-
visions of the act passed latt session to
aid in the eettlement of crown lande.
Some of the . leading residents
of the Danish settlement in Victoria
thought it would be well to endeavor to
induce some of their people to come out
and settle jn this province. The Danes
and Scandinavians from heir clsarly,
thrifty disposition, are perhape the best
1188 of immigrants that can be secnred
for & country. The eurveyor gener:1l as
an expe iment had ex;ended $918 in
sending an agent over $o see what could
be done. O! course in this province we
labor under great disadvantage because
of the oompetitio of the North-
west, especially in view of the
strenmous eflorts the dominion gov-
ernment was making to- settls that
country. He thought, however, that in
a few years, a8 the agricultural advance.
ment of New Brunswick became known,
that we migh. expect a fair share of the
tide of imm gration now flowing to other
paits ot Canade. The province was
handicapped by want of fands that
might be advantageously exsended on
the service. In this conpection be dc-
sired to pay his tribate to M- Miller,
the active, intelligent agent of the prov-
ince at London, who was doing every-
thing in his prwer to promcte the inter-
ests of New Brun-wick.

Referring to the itsm of interest, Mr
Tweedies said that it was made up of in-
tereston b-nds $120,652 95; on bank ac-
connts, $5063.01 on Forssters ceposit
$500, meking a total of $126.605 96. The
ontstanding coupons on 3lst October,
1897, amounted to $8,735; on Octsber
81et,1898, $6,908.75, leaving & balance of
$1,826.25,

The reductien in the amount of out-
standing coupon's had contributed to the
excess of expenditure over estimate,
and this added .o the generalexcess
of expenditures over receipis would

ander 64:h Victoria, chap. 3, amounting
to $10,000, is - harged as provided by law-
to public worke. The substitation of 8
p. ¢. bonds for $873,600 of 4 p. ¢. bonds
did not aflect the interest account in
1898. It wouli, however, reduce the
interest account in 1899 as farss the 4 p

¢, honds were concerned, to the extent
of $6 183, As the redemption of $291 000
oftne4 p, c. is carried over into 189,
and one hal! year’s interest of con:pe
w 1l be paid in 1899 on that smount at 4
F. ., the full bexefit of the 8 r. ¢. Joan
will not be realizad until the following
yesr. The saving w:1l then be $7738
annually. This would provide a sinking
fand at 8 p. c. that womld amouont to
abon! $600,000 in forty years,or rearly
two-thirds of the loar.

In his address the other day the
leader of the opposition had rather
thrown cold water on the recent loan
and stated that the favorable rate eecur-
ed was owing to the plethora of capital
that existed rather than to the good
~nencisl position of the province. He
(Cweedie¢) did not think that was corree’.
Money would not be advanced at Sp.-.
or any other rate unless thesecurity was
good. He would inform the honorab'e
member that the rate obtained on that
loan was one that the provirce of Nova
8cotia bad been unatl) to secure for its
recent lar. [hbe best Nova Beotia
could get,after listing the loan in London,
wae abont 88 forits 8 per cent bonds,
whils New Branswick got 96. (App!ause.)
Nsw Brunswick got this rate, too, in
Montreal and Toronto for its poeition
fioancially was thoroughly knowr. That
% pc loan was near'y as good as the
1:test loan of the dominion, which se-
cared a rete of 93at 2} p o, when comx-
miseion ‘and brokerage eherges were
added. The premier of Nova Scotia
had thought it 8 moat remarkable thing
that New Brunswick could float such a
losn, and said he wished he had been
able to do i*, He would like to run an
election on it. The opposition press
had been in wsore distress ¢o
find some other colony that had
made & better loan than our
owr. They had tried Austreslia but
found the facts sgainst them. They
hsd st 1t found that Cape Ocl my had
s 11its bonds at & tligh'ly better ra'e.
He (Cweedie) did not know nor care
what Oape Cc1ny bonds scli for, bnt it

ae a source of pride to him that New
Brunswick stood 0 h'gh in the face of
the - persistent efforts made to
decry ite credi*, (Apj} lagee.)
He thought the recent ¢l:tions jr-
dicated that such unpatriotic argunments
rebounded upon their inventors and in-
dicated that the day was not far distant
when these detractors would bave no
place in the affairs of the country. -Lst
us all, whether Liberal or Conservative,
stand up for the provinee in which we
live and not send abroad to the financial
centres of the world statements that
have upen them the marks of mendac-
ity and untruthfulness. (Applamse.)

With regard tothe 11natie asylam, in-
esinuations bad been made that the re-
cent visitation was planned in oider tc
give honvrable members & chence to a’-
tend the Costigan banguet, He would
leave it to Lonorable members to decide
whethe’ that inspection did not enlarge
their views as to the importance of that
inetitution and the manner in whieh it
was beiog conducted. He was satisfied
that what they saw must have com; 1:te
ly answered the chsrze that it was
being run in s reckl:se, extravagans
manner. If the 1sader of $-e opposition
was sincere in his declaration that he
intended to give the government no
factions cpposition, he covli not serions
ly criticiss the management of that
institution, He felt that the unanimous
feelingof the house was that no effort
should be spared, nor delicacy withh«1}
to make mcre tclsrable the lot of those
unforiunate. With regard to the ques
tion of mining, honorable members
were aware that a few daysago a bill
was introduced by the goveromsnt with
aview to deve oping the mineral re-
sounrces of the provinee. It had bee long
feit that oil existed in the province and
that the government felt that aid should
begiven to have it thoroughly prospeoted.
It was impoesit 1; without giving reason-
able conceesi~ns to induce people to put
capital into miring. He hoped u der
the bill that the era of abortive attempts
had passed, and that the matter of
prospecting for oll and nataral gae
would be proceeded with in an in-
te.l.gent and . business like man-
ner. Referring to the recemt dir-
coveries of gold at Oross Creek,
Mr. Tweedle #ald that nearly
$2,000 had slready been received from
applicants for areas. He did nof know
that gold existed there in paying quan-
tities, but he knew that the distric: was
ia & gold region. and had every hope
that it would produce favorable resulte.
He had hopes also that the Baltimore
ebhale of Al )ert county,hitherto esteemed
of 1.itle value, might result in the devel-
opment of & great industry.

Oa the service of putl.c herl:h thers
had been no extraordinary or specicl
expenditures during the vear. In rc-
gard to the putlc hospit:l3 he wished
the government were akls to give more
ltber:1 grante. The hospiti}s at 8t
Jobn, Fredericton, 8t. Basl Campbell
ton sud Chatham had received their
usu:l grante. The new institution at
Moneton had received $150 for the hel'
year, For the cunent year it wotli re-
ceive the fr1l grant, $300.

In public printing the estimste was
exceeded by $1.14. It should be stated
that the reports of public works and
1inatic asylom for 1897 were not includ-
ed, the accomnta for these eervices not
having teen submitted in time for pay-
ment before the ¢l g2 of sha figc:1 vear.
The £y rmer had cost $303.50, the latter
$19196. It those had been incladed
the eatimate would have been exceeded
by $496.60,

At the last gession of the house the
pu:tlc accounts committee had made
certain recommendations in regard to
public printing. It was soggested that
the government should get a new scale.
Dariog vacation he had taken occasion
to get & report upon the subject from s
practical printer, Mr. D, G. Smith of
Chatham. The latter had interviewea
several printers and had written &
lengthy report which embodied an
amended geale. (Mr. Tweedie here read

im from Mr.Smith, dated July 25,
