very grave work undertaken .
Universal Church might, at the same time, by the
prayers of the entire Church, be furthered . in. the
sight of the Almighty; and although the. celebra
tion of the same Conncil remained suspended through
the calamities of the time, we nevertheless declared
and made kuown for the good of the faithfnl people
that the indulgence to follow it in the form of a
jubilco promuigated on that occasion continued,
as it still remains, in full force, firmness and vigor.

Nevertheleys, the course of these sorrowful times
still continuing, Lehold the commencement of the
seventy-fifth year after the cighteenth century of the
Christian era—that is to say the year which makes
that cacred space of time which the holy customs of
our elders,and the ordinations of the Pontiffs, our
predecessors, consecrated to tha celebration of the
Universal Jubilee. With what respect and religious
fecling the year of Jubilee was observed when the
tranquil times of the Church permitted them to
celebrate it with every solemnity, both ancient and
modern historical monuments testify ; for it wasal-
ways looked upon as the year of salutary explana-

redemption and of grace, of the remission of sins,
and of the éndulgence for which they assembled
from all parts of the world in this onr alma city, and
all the faithful, aroused to worlks of piety, offered for
the health of souls, most abundant means of recon-
ciliation and of grace. '

Whata pious and holy solemnity was seen in this
our centnry, when, the Jubilee of the year 1825 hav-
ing been intimated by our predecessor of bleased
memory, Leo XI1., this benefit was received by the
Christian people with so much fervor that the said
Pontiff could rejoice in having seen during the whale
course of the year, s never ending copcourse of pil-
grims in this city, and through which was marvel.
lously manifested the splendor of religion, piety,
fuith, love, and all the virtues.

O that this were also our coudition to day, and
that the condition of sacred aud-civil things wers
such as to permit us to celebrate happily according
to the ancient rites and customs with whick our
elders used to observe the solemnity of the great
Jubilee, which; occurring ag it did, in the year 1850
of this century, it was.aecessary to omit on account
of the mournful circumatances of the times! But
these grave causes, which, at that time prevented us
from intimating the Jubilee, so far from having
ceased, have instead—@od e¢ permitting it—increas-'
ed daily. Nevertheless, obgerving the many evils
which afflict the Church, the many efforta of our
enemies directed to tear the faith of Christ from
souls, to corrupt bor sound doctrines, and to propa-
gate the poison ofiniquity; 80 many scandals which
present themselves everywhere to true believers;.
the depravity of manners, 80 widely spread; and the
infamous emancipation from Divine and human
duties, soamply diffused and 8o fruitful of ruin, and'
‘which tends to deatroy all sense of rectitude in the
souls 6f men, and conwidering that in such a flood of
evils ;- still more should we endeavor in accordance
with our Apostolic dwsy, that faith, religion, and
piety should be fortified and awakeped ; that the
spirit of prayer should be fomented and increased ;
that the fallen should be aroused- to pemitence of
heart, ‘and to the meading of their waye, that the
sing that merit the wrath of God should be redeemed
by good works, all frults to the obtaining of which
it was principally directed—we thought that it was
not our duty to permit that on this occasion the
Christian people should be deprived of ihis salutary
benefit, observing the form which is permitted by
the condition of the times, in order that thus com-
forted in the spirit, thet they may walk in the way
of righteousness with greater alacrity, and purged
from sins more easily, may more tichly merit the
Divine propitiation and pardon. ‘

Let, then, the Universal Church Militant of Christ
receive our utterances, with which we intimate, pro-
nounce, and promulgate the great and universal
Jubilee during the entire of the cominrg year 1875,
and for reason of which we suspending, and declar-
ing suspended at our good will and pleasure the in-
dulgence above mentioned, tonceded fn the form of

was go bitterly sad to the beart of the Redecmer
himself as to cause him to uiter against the authors
of the same thege words:  Whosoever shall offend
one of these little children that believe in me, it
were better for him that a millstone wers hanged
about his neck, and he were cast into the gea? (St,
Mark, ix., 41.) Nothing is more worthy, then, of
the time of the Holy Jubilee as being unweariedly
occupied in every work of charity ; this, then, sball
be the duty of your zesl, Venerable Brethren, the
adding of stimulus so that the poor may be relieved,
