An Act to enable Charles James to practise as a Pro-
vincial Land Surveyor in Upper Canada.

HEREAS Charles Jamss, of the Town of Stratiord, in the County

of Perth, in the Province of Canada, Civil Engineer, hath by

his petition t» the Leaislature represented, that he served from the

twelfth day of August, in the year of Our Lord one thousand eight hundred

5 and forty-three, to the twelfth day of August in the year of Our Lord one

thousand eight handred and forty-saven, under articles, to John William

James, of Buncraggy, in the County of Clare, in that part of the United

Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, called Ireland, Civil Engineer and

Land Sarveyor, for the purpose of learning and practising that profession ;

10 And whercas the said Cnarles James hath further represented that he hath

also served under indenture in Uppzar Canada for the space .f vne year,

in actual field practice, with Joseph Kirk, Esquire, Land Surveyor, and

hath pexduced evidenze thereof, and is desirous to be admitted to practise

as a L.and Surveyorin and for that part of the Province of Canada which

15 formerly constituted the Province of Upper Canada; and it is expedient

to grant the prayer of the said petition: Therefore tler Majesty, &e.,
enacts as follows: o

I. It shall be lawiul for the Beard of Examiners for Uppar Canada, es-
tablished under the Act passed in the Session held in the twelfth year of
20 Her Majesty’s Reign, chapter thirty-five, as amended by the Act passed
in the Session held in the fourteenth and fifteenth years of Her Majesty’s
Reign, chapter four, and also amended by the Act passed in the Session
held in the eighteenth year of Her Majesty’s Reign, chapter eighty-three,
to examine and admit the sai’ Charles,James to practise as a Land Sur-
25 veyor, in and for that part of the Province of Canada which formerly con-
stituted Upper Canada, anything in the same Acts to the contrary notwith-
standing.
