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DPr. THssler eskcd the ﬁotherlande D-elegation vhether a report
on Opiun in the Hetherlends itself would be laid on the table. Mr
De Jongh replying said that, as far as he was aware, no report on the
Netherlands would be presented; but he might say that he had never
heard of ponpy growing in that country. However, he would endeavour
to obtain more positvive information if desired.

A discussion then engued as to whother the scone of enquiry
was intended originally to include other than Faor Rastern countries.
The Chief Cormmissioners for Ironce and Portugal respectively stated
that they understood thot the investigations of the Commission would
apply only to the Far Eust; Dr Hamilton Tright declored that the
United States Govt. had suggested the study of all pheses of the
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Opium question in each countiry represented on the Commission, and
ospeciolly that such investigaiion should dbe carried out before the
meeting of the Internationel Commission, in order to facilitate

the prelimincry work of the Commission.

The Cheir ended what vromised to develop into a longthy debate
by suggoeting that cech country ropreosented might at least obtain
such informetion rcgirding the conditions ot home as would enlighton
the Commission, and ensblo it to carry the work before them to o
successful issuec.
