~ I beg to acknowledge the receipt of your letier of the
3rd instent, referring to a full blooded Qanadien Indian of
the Plat Heud band who married a white man in the United
Stetes end died some years t£go leaving three childrem and

the guestion is asked as to whether these children iuherit
any interest in Indisn property in Canada $hrough thelir late

mother.

In reply I beg to refer to Seotion 14 of the Indian
Act as followsi-

"Any Indisn woman who marries any person other than
en Indian, or a non-treaty Indian, shall cease to be an
Indjian in every réspect within the meaning of this Act,
except that she shall be entitled to share egually with
the members of the band to whioh she formerly belonged, in the
ennual or semi-annuel distribution of their annuities, interest
moneys and rents; but such income may be commuted to her at
any time at ten years' purchase, with the approval of the
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Superintendent General.," :
I may say that we have no band in Canada known as the

Flat Hesd Band but ever {f the Indian woman to whom ;ou refer
was a member of any recognized band in Canada she ceased on
her marriage to & white man to be an Indian under the law but
retained her right to draw the annual interest moneys if the
band had any. On her death however she wouid ocease to have
eny inter:st in the property of a band and there would be
nothing aecordingly that her children coulid inherit from that
source.

With respect to homesteading, I beg vo say that we &are
not aware of any lands thet the Dominion Government novw has
for homesteading. The public lands of the country have been

-kransferred to the ‘rovinces in which they are situcted.
