THE COMPULSORY DETENTION OF IN-
EBRIATES.

[ 15 stated that the Government are now
considering the advistbility of introduclng
a meesure dealing with the compuleory
detentlon of confirmed Inebrlates, This
information, upon the whole, can scarcely
be received with surprize, The position of
the law as it stands is not altogether eatis-
factory as far as the chronic drunkard is
concerned, Under present clrcumstances,
no action can be taken for the benefit of
the latter so long as euch person s able
verbally to refuee to be removed, Prac
tlcally, therefore, the curse of drinking is
continned at the will of the drunkard,
without the State being able to Interpose,
and enforce an sabstinence which would
confer a two-fold benefit, namely, upon
the inebriate himeelf, and upon the com-
munity In which Le lives. The liberty of
the subject, of course, is a great principle,
which may prove an obstacle to the pro-
poeed legislation ; at the same time, how-
ever, it is lmpossible to dispute that the
law requires strengthening In the direction
suggested,—Medical Prees,

MIBUSE OF “ONLY.”

It 1s probabls that more errors are made
In the use of the word “only” than in
using any other werd In the Eoglish
language.

The proper place of only in a sentence
{s readily ascertained by accuratedly de-
terming the word to which it has special
reference, A few ¢xamples will perhaps
more clearly explain Ite misuse, 1 have
heard good orators eay, “I will only refer
to this brauch of the subject.” They
should have said, “1 will refer only to this
branch of the eubject,” To say, “I only
see an orange’ might mean that the
speaker does not feel, taste or smell an
orauge, but I see only an orange’” means
that he sees no other fruit. It {s common
to hear “I only saw bhim,” *I only have
four ;” “he only went to Philadelphia,”
and countless stmilar errors,

The word “too” {8 misused in preclsely
the same way. 1 have heard highly
educated persons make such mistakes as
“] was there, too,” not meaning to In
clade with other places the place indl
cated, but that the speaker was present
with others at the place, so that it would
have been correct to say “I, too, was
there,” \

%Also” used interchangeably with “too”
{s, of couree, similarly mlsused. In the
sentence, “He will read this,” “also” can
be inserted to convey three meanings,
“He aleo will read this,” indicating that
he besldes others will read this. “He
will also read this” indicates that he may
have intended to eing it, but now he will
aleo read it, and “He will read this aleo,”
means that he will read it in addition to
other pleces,

It was neceesary, even for the purpose
of religlon itself, that they should have
a Cathollc prees in thelr midet, so that
the affalrs of the Church in the colonles
should be placed properly before the
world, He did not object to Oatholica
taking good papers of any kind ; but he
would repest his opinion, and glve it as
s plece of earnest advice ms their Bichop,
that they should take a Catholic paper
and psy for it. His Lordship empha-
slzed the justice and necessity of Catho
les paying regularly for the Catholic
paper when they received it.

i)t was unreasonable to expect that they
could go on reading and profiiing by their
Catholic paper without paying the bills
when they were sent to them, It was
right that the Catholic press should be
supported, for it wae doing a great work,
and every man that took a Catholic paper
should make a point of honestly discharg-
ing his financial obligation to those who
publish that paper, o that the Catholle
press might flourleh and prosper as it de.
serves,

MANNERS IN THE S8CHOOLS.

If the object of a school educatlon be
to fit children for useful and successful
lives when they become men and women
we can think of no part of their Instruc-
tion upon which more stress ehould be
laid than upon that which relates to de
portment. When there are & dozen ap
plicants for a poeition in a business houss,
the best-mannered boy or youth of the lot
{s invariably selected. Well-mannered
boys rarely remaln long in the messenger
service in our cltles, for the reason that
business men offer them better positions
and secure thelr services. The best man-
nered ealesmen and saleswomen sell the
most goods, and are in greatest demand.
(GGood mannered men make thelr way in
politics, in the professions, in bueinees life
and in soclety to a far greater degree than
the boorish and uncouth, though the latter
may be equally diligent and qnite ascompe-
tent in lﬂ respects save that of deportment.
These indisputed facts show clearly that
the child who {s not Instructed in manners
s being deprived of a most important
part of an educatlon, It la true that
manners should be taught at home, But
in many homes the parenta would need
teaching first before they could teach
thelr children, To the children of such
homes the rchool affords the only oppor-
tunity they will ever have of icarnlvg the
rudiments of common politeness, If the
gchool fails in 1ts duty in this respect these
children muet grow up as boorish as their
parents, The children of cultivated
bomes will lkowiee bo all the better if re-
quired to practice in school the politeness
they sre taught at home. Parents who
have been careful to tesch thelr children
good manners at homo have frequently
found canse to complaln that thelr eff irts
fn this direction were largely neutzalized
becausze no stress was Jaid upon this sub
ject in the echools, There are a few o'd
fashions that are better than the now, and
one of there s the fashion of teaching
children to be cousteous and polite at
schogl. It is a fashlon that has sadly
fallen into decay and it should be revived
at ovca, A school educatlon that does
not fuclude this {8 vitally defizient abd in
thls day when educatlon is within the
reach of sll 1t 1s scarcely lees than criminal
to allow boys and girla to graduate from
school as rude In deportmuent as a lot of
young eaveges,— Philadelpbla Timea,

(i yodness to restore this young Slster to
health ; bat the fatal malady, conenmp-
tion, steadily progreesed, and now, the
1sst day of the novena, all hope was gone,
The convent phyeician, a Protestapt, had
consldered ihe case so desperate that he
declared he would become a Catholic if
the dylong Sister recovered.

IRISH BROGUE,

The following sppears In the current
pumber of Werner’s Volce Msgazine, the
leading elocutionists’ jowrnal in the
Unfted States :

In days not long gone by, theatre goers
paturslly expected certaln very anclent
“stock” pleces, and certaln very anclent
“charactors ”” These pleces, snd characters
were sure to be there, and though to
people of taste and judgment they were
pot fustructive, or amusing, or true to
nature, they came as a matter of course ;
they were tolerated because they pleased
somebody. The stage-Irichman is a case
in point ; and what I bave just eald applies
very forcibly to this character. Falrly
intelligent persons fourd at last that, in
make-up and language, this character, as
usually preesented on the stage, was no
more & yepresentative Irlshwun than he
was & representative Esqulmsux. The
grotesque drees and actlon which did duty
for the character, and the no less grotesque
lsngusge which did duty for the Irish
brogue, were found to be as unlike the
real article as an Indian idol 1s like a plece
of Itallan sculpture. The old stage Irish
man, with his so-called brogue, has, in all
respectable theatres, been buried long ago,

But I em sorry toesy that {u some, even
of our best, magszines be lives yet—in lan-
guage, if not in character, At the present
day it seems that an Irich story, set down
in a eo.called Itlsh brogue, is one of the
attractions that must be presented re-
gularly to magezine readers, an attraction
that cannot eafely be omitted. Irish
brogue, save the mark ! why 90 per cent,
of what 18 ueuslly glven as Irish brogue, is
a8 much the real Iriech brogue as it is San-
ekrlt, I have often wondered that the
conductors of high claes magrzines allow
such barbarous stuffl to appear in their
prgee.
