At 
Royal Athletic Park the Thistles will meet the Sir John 
Jacksons, and it is just possible the leaders will have to 
acknowledge defeat. The Fifth Regiment retired from the 
league this week, but their withdrawal will not affect the 
standing of the leading teams. .
