MAY IT PLEAsE Youn ExcELLENCY,

XXTE, Her Gracious Mfaljesty's most dutiful and loyal subjects the
Commons of Newfoundland, in General Assembly conivened, towards
raising the necessary Revenue to deéray Her Majesty's Publie Ex-
penses in this Island, and to provide for the permanent improvement
of the Colony, have freely ai voluntarily resolved to give and grant
unto Her Majesty the Duties hereinafter meintioned ; and do therefore
beseeeh your Excellency that it may be enacted, and, Bc it therefore
Enc/ed, hy the Governor, Couneil and Assembly of Newfoundland,
in General Assembly convened, and by the authority of the same, that
there be raised, levied, collected and paid unto Her Majesty, her
leirs and Successors, upon all Wines and Spirits, and upon all Goods,

Wares,and Merchandize imported into this Colony and its depen-
dencies, the several duties, as the same are respeetively set forth iin
figures in the Table of Duties hereinafter contained, and denomina-
ted-
