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Daily Steamer Service From Trail to

Arrowhead Begins Today.

TRAIL-NORTHPORT ROUTE

Lytton Will Only Run to Northport
Three Times a Week Hereafter—Col-
umbia q, Western Will Have to Re-
vise Its Time Card.

Tra1L, May 31.—[Special.}—Some radi-
cal changes in the time table of the
steamer service will go into effect to-
morrow and the train time on the Co-
lumbia & Western railway will also be
modified to suit the revised steamer
schedule. The most important change
will be the institution of the daily boat
service between Trail and Arrowhead.
The Nakusp is timed to arrive in Trail
on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays
at 2 p.m.and to leave for the north

%nin two hours later. The new steamer
ootenay will arrive at 2 v.m. Tues-
?:Ks Thursdays and Saturdays. There

ill be no Sunday boats and the Koote-
nay will tie up in Trail on that day,
while her sister boat will lie over at
Arrowhead. ¢

The time table for the Lytton will
also be materially changed. Instead of
leaving for Northport at 8 o’clock every
morning except Sunday, she will only
run to Northport on Mondays, Wednes-
days and Fridays at the usual hour in
the morning, geturning the same after-
noon. On the alternate week days she
will leave for Robson at 7a.m. The
Trail will remain on her tramp runs.

The Kootenay and the Nakusp will
carry only through freight for Robson,
Rossland, and Trail. All freight for
goints between Robson and here will be

ropped at the former place by the fast
boats, and will there be picked up by the
Lytton, which will handle the local
freight for way points. In this way it
is expected that the through boats can
make close and regular connections. The
Trail will continue to tow down the
barges from Arrowhead for the Trail
smelter as well as for the Columbia &
Kootenay road at Robson.

The only discomfort which the change
will cause will be the abandonment of
the daily service te and from Northport.
Heretofore the mail from the south was
brought in by the boats, but since the
change other arrangements will have to
be made. The only mail route now
open is over the Columbia & Western
and the Red Mountain railroads via
Rossland. Superintendent Gutelius of
the former road, has been busy all day
making arrangements for the change. A
new schedule will be necessary, but it
has not yet been decided upon. Three
round trip trains a day may be arranged,
but it is more likely that two round trip
trains only wiil be run.

It seems probable now that the first
train in the mornfng will leave Trail at
8:30 o’clock and will reach Rossland at

9:45a. m. This will enable the south-

bound mail and passengers to connect
with the Red Mountain train leaving at
10 a. m. Returning the train would
leave Rossland at 1 p.m., and would
arrive here at 2 p.m., which would al-
low passengers plenty of time to catch
the northbound boats which leave at 4
o’clock. The return to Rossland may
be made 2:30 p. m. and Rossland would
be reached at 3:45, so that through pas-
sengers for Rossland coming down on
the boats from the north could reach
their distination at once. At4:15 p.m.,
35 minutes after the arrival of the Red
Mountain train at Rossland, the last
Columbia & Western train would leave
for Trail, bringing down passengers and
mail from the south, and this town
would be reached at 5:45. The only ob-
jection to this schedule seems to be that
it does not alliw for connection with the
Lytton each morning and evening,
which is the reason the three trip sched-
ule is being considered.

Till further instructions from the pos-
tal department, notwithstanding the
new daily steamer service to the north,
the mail for the north will only leave on
Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays as
heretofore.

Contract for a B50-Foot Tunnel Let—
Jubilee Day Celebration — Horse
Races and a Drilling Contest Will
Be the Principal Features.

Graxp Forks, May 30.—[Special.]—
Judge Ward Spinks, of Vernon, has been
holding court in this city, two cases
coming before him. The first was that
of Hugh McGuire vs. Mrs. John Folger,
involving the title of the former toa
half interest in the Black Bear mineral
claim in Wellington camp. Thedecision
was given for the plaintiff,

The defendant filed a counter claim of

a half interest in the Little Babe mineral
claim in the same group as the Black
Bear. The Little Babe has one of the
best surface showinge in this section and
the case concerning it aroused general
interest here. At a depth of eight
feet the ore assays as high as $93 in all
values and the lead is from 10 to 12 feet
in width.

According to an agreement between
McGuire and Folger the latter was to
have a half interest in this and other
claims for recording them and furnish-
ing a grubstake. 1t was shown durin
the trial that McGuire, who was forc
to be absent from this locality shortly
after the discovery of the claim, made
provision to have it recorded in his own
name on the last day when this could be
done, in case Folger failed to record it.

THE SMELTER QUESTION.

Toronto Globe’s Views on the Question
That is Agitating Rossland.
Toronto Globe: The question that
appears to be leading in interest
just now in Rossland is that .of the

location of the various smelters,
the erection of which is now under

contemplation in connection with those
mines of Trail creek that are in an ad-
vanced stage of development. It is
understood that the owners of Le Roi,

War Eagle and Centre Star have each

great interest here,'for it will demon-.

smelter in connection with their
respective properties, and the manage-
ment of the Le Roi mine has been for
gome time considering the question of
gite. This, it can easily be understood,
is g matter of the first importance to
‘Roésland, and hardly less so to the min-
ing interests of Kootenay generally. It
is expected that other mine owners will
follow the decision of the Le Roi, though
we confess we are unable to see why the
Canadian proprietors of the War Eagle
should necessarily follow the lead of the
Americans who control the Le Roi.
However, it is mainly a gquestion of
profits. That side of the line which
offers the greater advantage in this re-
spect will secure the new industry.
Sentiment weighs but lightly as against
dividends.

The Oanadian side of the boundary
appears, however, to have equal advan-
tages to offer- with the State of Wash-
ington. Northport, which lies just
south of the boundary on the American
gide, and on the line of the Red Moun-
tain railway, between Rossland and
Spokane, is the principal rival to Ross-
land. It is said to offer some local ad-
vantages over Rossland in the matter of
fuel, water and lime for fluxing purposes.
TaE RossLaxp Mingr, on the other
hand, claims that in respect to the water
and fluxes® Rossland or some places inits
vicinity and on this side of the line
offer equal advantages with the
Northport site while the Can-
adian site will have a distintt advantage
in the matter of fuel when the Crow’s
Nest Pass railway has placed the coal
beds of the Rockies at the service of the
miners. The Canadians of Rossland,
headed by TuE MiNEr, are making a
brave fight for a Canadian site, but
powerful influences are working in the
opposite direction. The Red Mountain
railway, an American enterprise, no
doubt, for one thing wants the privilege
of carrying the ore a few miles farther.
Then the president of the Le Roi is
United States Senator Turner, and politi-
cal interests and exigencies enter into
the situation. Finally, the shareholders
of the Le Roiare mainly residents of
Spokane, and, other things being equal,
they may, we suppose, be excused for
wishing to see their own country built
up rather than Canada.

These appear to be the }grincipal ele-
ments working against Rossland. To
offset these somewhat unfair influences
the Rossland journals are going to the
length of advocating an export duty on’
ore with the object of compelling the
establishment of the smelters on the
Canadian side of the line. This is an
extreme step, and one which friends of
the government would advise it to take
only for reasons of the gravest charac-
ter. The imposition of an export duty
is an interférence with the freedom of
trade which can only be defended by
the most exceptional circumstances.

There is,  however, another aspect of
the smelter question. The principal
reason urged in the past for the con-
structicn of the Crow’s Nest Pass rail-
way has been that it will enable the
mine owners to secure cheap coke for
smelting purposes and thus cheapen the
cost of operating the mines. It has
been argued that the mining and
smelting industries of the Kootenays
would thereby receive such an impetus
as would justify the government
in aiding liberally in the construc-
tion of the proposed railway. The

decided to establish and operate a

value of the Crow’s Nest Pass railway to

Oanada would be seriously diminished if
the smelting industry, which the mining
of the refractory ore bodies of Trail
Creek is developing, is established in the
United States instead of in Canada. It
is true Trail Creek is only one of the
manf' developing districts, but its ex-
ample in this matter may as reasonably
be followed by other districts as that of
the Le Roi management by the
managements of other Trail Creek

roperties. The silver-lead ores of the

locan are already smelted in the
United States, and if, with the prospect
of the new railway confronting it, Trail
Creek chooses to establish its smelting
industry south of the line there is no
reason to suppose that the Slocan will
find it to its interest to cease shipping
to American smelters. If the railway is
likely to prove of less value to Canada
than was anticipated it should be less
liberally aided than has been suggested,
and if it is Tess liberally aided it may not
be built as soon as expected.

We wish every success to the Ameri-
cans who are engaged in exploiting the
rich gold and silver mines of British
Columbia. We have every desire that
they should reap the benefits of their
enterprise unhampered by such unfair
laws and resirictions as the aliens of the
Transvaal, for instance, have been sub-
jected to. That this desire prevails, too,
in British Columbia is = evident
from the fate that met the
recent measu in the legislative
assembly at Wictoria restricting the
rights which the American residents of
the province have hitherto enjoyed.
Under the new tariff the miners are
treated generously. In return some
consideration is due to Oanada. Save
for some serious economic disadvantage,
which does not exist, the smelting o
Canadian ores should be done on the
Canadian side of the line, and the
people of Rossland and of. British
Columbia generally are entitled to use
every means in their power to secur®
this important industry for themselves,
while it is a question if the Jominion
government should not allow the extent
of the aid to be granted to the Crow’s
Nest Pass railway to be determined to
some extent by the positive and certalnl
results in this direction which its con-
struction will bring the country.
