I 
believe that if we secure the location of a 
home In Calgary, Kamloops or some other 
similar point, In connection with the local 
home, that the death rate from consumption 
can soon be reduced one-half. Everyone is 
familiar with the benefits received from a 
change to a favorable climate, such as Den­
ver, New Mexico, or Southern California, and 
If the experience and opinion of medical men 
and those familiar with the subject Is to be 
accepted, we have an equally good, if not more 
favorable, climate In our own Dominion. The 
Calgary people have evidently taken a good 
deal of Interest In the subject. I was de­
lighted to find that the leading medical 
in Montreal, such as Dr. Hingston, Dr. Cam­
eron, Dr. Finley, Dr. Patton and others, are 
very enthuslatic on the subject, and are do­
ing all they can to further the proposal. Ar­
rangements are being made for a deputation 
°F. a number ot leading medical men of the 
city to wait upon the Local Government with 
a view to securing their aid. It seems only 
reasonable that if a patient receives a per 
diem allowance in the local hospital here for 
« >he,n 11 ih found desirable,- with
a view to hastening the cure, to remove the 
patient to a western hospital, that the Gov­
ernment would continue the same per 
allowance for a further period. There Is every 
reason also to hope that the Dominion Gov­
ernment will give liberal aid, and In that
