most of the wells three pays are en- 
countered, one at approximately 1- 
395. another at 1,420 and the third 
at 1,430, although some of the drill­
ers say that the entire distance of 
about thirty or forty feet from the 
first to the third pay is all oil bear- 
ing rock. When the first pay is 
struck the wells usually fill up over 
the tools. The second pay they usu­
ally fill up about to the casing and 
at the third pay they generally flaw. 
In some of the wells the first pay 
may be missed and the second and 
third tapped. In some the first and 
second are missed and only the third 
found. Some may have one and not 
the others, but in most of them the 
three pays will be found. It is also a 
remarkable fact that out of the 27 
wells drilled in the new field there 
has not been a single dusters. All 
are producers averaging from 10 bar­
rels up to 100.I

The rock seems to rise to the sur- 
faces as the field develops to the 
north. In a distance of a mile there 
is a difference of about ten feet. At 
the south edge of the field it requires 
118 feet of drive pipe and at the north 
edge only 100. The total depth of 
the wells will average 1,440 feet. At 
Leamington they are about 1,200 and 
at Wheatley 1,300. At Petrolea they 
are from 300 to 400 and in other shal­
low fields they are of even a less 
depth.

So far as the surface- formation of 
the earth is concerned, it looks very 
much like Wood and Hancock coun­
ties, in Ohio. If a citizen of Hancock 
county were to fall asleep in Hancock 
county, and wake up near Chatham 
without knowing it, he might imag­
ine himself back in Ohio.
