London, Feb. 8.—The fourth session 
of the Fourteenth parliament of Queen 
Victoria and the 26th ol the United 
Kingdom, wee opened, by commission 
at 8 o’clock this afternoon with the 
customaiy ceremonies. The Queen’s 
speech was as follows :

1 My Lords and Gentlemen.
My relations with the other powers 

continue friendiy.
The negotiations between the Sultan 

of Turkey and the King of Greece has 
been brought to a conclusion by the 
signature of a treaty of peace, under 
which the territorial relationr between 
the two powers ere practically unchang­
ed.

The question of the autonomous gov­
ernment of the Lland of Crete has occu­
pied the attention of the powers. Tbe 
difficulty of arriving at a unanimous 
agreement on some points has unduly 
protracted the deliberations, but, I hope 
these obstacles will before long be sur­
mounted.

1 Intelligence, which is apparently 
trustworthy, was received of the inten­
tion ot the Knalifa to advance against 
the Egyptian army in the Soudan, and 
1 have therefore given directions that a 
contingent of British troops should be 
dispatched to Berber to the assistance of 
his Highness tbe JChedive.

* I have concluded a treaty of friend­
ship and commerce with hie Majesty the 
Emperor cf Abyssinia.

The report of the commission I ap­
pointed in December 1896, to inquire 
into the condition of certain of my West 
Indian colonies has conclusively estab­
lished the existence of severe depression 
in these colonies, caused by the heavy 
fall in the price of sugar, which is main­
ly attributsble to the reduction in the 
cost of production and the great increase 
in its extent of recent years. But tbe 
fall has been artificially stimulated by 
the system of bounties to producers and 
manufacturers of Beet sugar, maintained 
in many European states. There are 
signs of growing opinion in these states 
that this system is injurious to the 
general interests of their population and 
communications are now in progress 
between my government and the ,gov 
ernment principally concerned with r 
view to conference on the subject, which,

trust may result in the abolition of the 
bounties.

In the meantime, measures will be 
proposed to you for tbe relief of the 
immédiat.) necessities of the West Indian 
colonies, for encouraging other industries, 
aud for assisting those engaged in sugar 
cultivation to ride over the present 
crisis.

On the Northwestern border of my 
Indian empire, an organized outbreak 
of fanaticism which spread in the sum 
ruer along the frontier induced many of 
the tribes to break their engagements 
with my government, to attack tbe 
military posts in their vicinity, and even 
to invade the settled district of my 
territory. I was cjmpell id to send ex­
peditions against the offending tribes, for^ 
the punishment of the outrages and to 
ensure peace in the future. A portion 
of ihe Afridi tribes have not yet accept' 
ed the terms offered them, but elsewhere 
the operations have been brought to a 
very successful close. Tbe courage and

British and native, have overcome almost 
insuperable difficulties in the county in 
which they were operating, but 1 h ive 
to deplore the loss of many valuable 
lives, both amongst my own troops and 
'hose whose services were 'vo'untarily 
and loyally placed at my dispistl by the 
native princes of my Indian Empire.’.

The rest of the speech deals with Ihe 
Reci udesce uce of the plume and says:
* Although the nioit.ility is leis alarm­
ing than in 1897, it is still such as to 
cause anxiety and no effo it will be spar­
ed to mitigate it.’

Her Ma jesty then rejoices at the fact 
’hat tbe famine is ended, except in a 
small tract aud says there is reason to 
anticipate a prosperous year, both for 
agriculture and commerce, throughout 
India.

Genllen en "f the house of Gommons : 
The estimates which will be laid before 
you have been framed with the utmost 
desire for economy, but in view of the 
enormous armaments now maintained 
by other nations, the duty of providing i 
for the defense of the empire involves 
an expenditure beyond former preced­
ent.’

Dealing with the proposed legislation, 
the speech from the throne says measures 
will be introduced for the organization 
of a system of local government in Ire­
land, substantially similar to Great 
Britain’s to insure the increased strength 
and efficiency of the army, among the 
present conditions of military service, 
to enable accused people to testify in 
their own defense, to facilitate the 
creation of municipalities in London, 
and to prevent recognized abuses in cou ■ 
nection with church patronage.

There are uiue other measures of minor 
importance. The Queen’s speech con 
eludes : * I heartily commend your 
momentous deliberations to the care and 
guidance of Almighty God. ’

Tbe officers of the gov­
ernment reported that a railway could 
be built by ihe first of St plein her if 
prompt action was taken and they en­
tered into tbe contract with McKenzie 
and Maun, trusting lo lire good sense of 
parliament and the couulty to endorse 
their action. Other parties besides these 
contractors had negotiated with the gov­
ernment, some of them claiming to have 
large capital at their back, but none ex­
cept McKenzie and Manu were able lo 
accede to ihe terms laid down by the 
government.

Mr. Blair then proceeded to explain 
ihe main features of the contract in the 
following terme : v-

The only kind of action which we could 
take lo meet the conditions that were 
existing in that country was to lay down 
a railroad and ou the route between 
Siikine River and Teslin Lake. This 
brings me to the consideration of the 
contract itself, the general scheme of the 
government, and the purpose which we 
have desired to accomplish, and have 
accomplished by it :

(1 ) To provide a sleigh roadway with­
in six weeks from the 26th January last 
from tbe mouth of the Stikiue River to 
Teslin Lake, providing shelters and stop­
ping places at points not more than 26 
miles apait throughout the entire length 
of the route.

s (2.) To build a railway suitably equip­
ped and up to the standard of the welt 
known nut row gauge railway, the Kaloo 
and Slocan railway for a distance of 
about 160 miles, gu

(3.) Not only tiHsqft-l aud eqiup this 
road, but to do it with such speed that 
trains might run over its entire length, 
from watgr navigation on the Stikiue 
River to water navigation on Teslin Lake 
by the first day of September next, for 
the caniage of freight and passengers.

(4.) Build a line of n railway by an 
all Ganadiau route, availing us therefore 
of all possible means of securing to the 
producers, manufacturers and traders of 
our own country the vast anticipated 
trade of that region.

(5) ( To secure sufficient steamboat 
transport facilities for freight and pas­
sengers by water from the Teslin Lake 
terminus of the railway to Dawson City, 
during the two months of open naviga­
tion, subsequent to the first of -Septem­
ber.

Ottawa, Feb. 8.—The chief event of 

to-day was the bringing down of the 
Yukon railway contract by the minister 
of railways, who gave lengthy explana­
tions of the tacts and reasons which dic­
tated the government's line of action. 
The discovery of expensive and rich de­
posits of gold in the Yukon country, the 
rush of people to that region, (ar.d tbe 
certainly greater rush this year in search 
of gold, he said, had -uddenly brought 
tbe government face to face with the ne­
cessity of prompt and vigorous action in 
dealing with the emergency.

They had to provide civil government, 
make provision f ir the preservation of 
life and property, maintenance of law aud 
order, reasonable facilities for arecs to 
and egress from that country so that 
the thousands who are preparing to go 
to the Yukon this year, estimated by 
transportation companies ut fifty thou­
sand to two hundred thousand, might 
not be exposed to the dauger of starvu 
tion. People will go there regardless of 
risks aud dangers aud the government 
felt that prompt action was necessary in 
dealing with the question. As soon after 
the close of last session of parliament ae
