'THE LIBERAL

The Liberal Conveation held recently
in the Newcastle Opera House was one of
the crudest examples of mis-management
that the electors of Northumberiand ever
witnessed. The meeting was without a
President and had to appoint one. The
Secretary did not have his papers in or-
der and delayed the meeting haif an hour
waiting for hisarrival. After the meeting
was opened it took one hour to arrive at
a method of taking the ballot, and the
method (when ultimately decided upon)
was the most tedious and childish like
one that could possibly have been ad-
opted. A bunch of children from a Kin-
dergarten could not have done worse, and
the method necessitated the space of one
hour and a half to receive and count the
176 ballots cast. If the same bunch of
men werein charge oa Election Day it
would take about five years to conduct
the election in the County of Nortt-
umberland, whereas it must be done in
one day. If these men were ever to get
control of parliament at Ottawa, pity
help the business of Canada, a» they
never -would be able to attend to 1t.
Blackville and Hardwick Parishes each
had two sets of delegates and another
haif hour was consumed before this tangle
was straightened out. Some organizers
and business men were these at the Lit-
eral Convention? It was a fore-gone
conclusion that Morrissy was to receive
the nomination and the result was ex-
pected. Mr. W.B. Snowball told the
meeting that the Chatham delegation
wasa packed one against him and his
g t was not chall d. One of
the Liberals in the meeting asked Mr.
Snowball why he left the Liberal party in
1917, and Mr. Snowball told the meeting
that if that was their challenge he was
prepared to take it up and would make it
the hottest fight for them that they ever
had. He stated that he was prepared to
back up his attitude in 1917 and defied
any one of them to challenge him. The
bomb wasthrown and Hush-Hush could
be heard all over the hall and the heckler
was relrained from saying anything
further. They did not want the question
raised and did their utmost to preventit,
but ennugh had been said and Mr. Snow-
ball took them to task about it.

Mr Morrissy said in his speech that
the 1917 election was nast an election at
all. That's where he makes the mistake
of his life and the electors of this county
have not forgotton the 1917 election.
Cripps fiom Chatham wanted to know
from Mr. Snowball if he was going to
support Mr. Morrissy and Mr. Soow-
ball’s reply was “I have made my speech”
and Mr. Elector don't forget that Mr.
Snowball said in his speech that it was
impossible, so far as he was concerned
to make the nomination of Mr. Morrissy
unanimous as he was entirely in his
friend’s hands and Mr. Snowball received
57 of the delegates votesand Mr. Mor-
rissy obtained 119 others. Sothe electors
will see that Mr. Morrissy did not receive
a unanimous momination from the con-
vention.
