BANKRUPT, BUT CHEERFUL.
By 1903 the company had ex-

pended the subsidies and wss
It came to the
'Government for relief. Instead of

taking over the enterprise from the
bankrupt conoerp, the Government
guaranteed $6,688,200 of the com=
pany’s bonds, The company then
went, gaily on; bailding aoccording
to its- own plans, which
were oondemned by the Govern-
ment’s bridge engineer. When the
Deputy Minister proposed the ap-
poiatment of 8 Government super-
vising engineer, the company ob-
jeoted, and the complaisant govern-
ment did nothing, The bridge
went dowo, Kkilling' nearly eighty
workmen, and & Government com-
mission found that the calamity was
due to weak designs and inadequate
supervision,

GOVERNMENT IN THE GAP.

When the gunarantee was made,

the -company agreed to pay up
$200,000 capital in cash—a ocondi-
tion only partially performed. To-
day the ‘Government is liable for
$6,222.008, and has only the abut-
ments, the approaches, and some
more or less twisted iron to show
for it, with the prospect that the
bridge will be re.built in another
place.
Meanwhile the President, exs
Promier Paront, who drawa $10,000
w yéar trom-The Dominion as Obair
‘'man of the Transcontinental, has:
received $24 250 in salary as Presi-
dent of the company. His fellow
directors and (fficers have drawn
about $40,000.

YET THE COMPANY. PROFITS.

When the bridge fell, it was call=
ed a disaster for the company., On
the contrary, the company gains.
Thé Government is talking over
the work, not only meeting all losss
es and liabilities, but re-paying the
whole inveatment of the promoters,
