A wmilitary correspondent at Pieter
martitzburg writes:—*“‘Having no hor-
ses, the Zalus prefer to select a battle-
field like that at Isanduls, which, al
though bare of all vegetation éxcept
grass, is cut up by stony water conrses,
with precipitous banks, and covered
with Eu. boulders, which make it
slmoat impossible for s horse to stand
up, but over which the barefooted Zulus
can march with sstenishing rapidity.—
Their mode of attack 1s as follows:—
When once they have taken up their
position for attack, they scorn to take
sdvantage of any cover, but DK
their shields above their heads,'and
uttering & fiendish yell, which is said to
be the ‘‘war song of Dingaan,’ they pre-
sent such an imposing appearance, that
old Zulu traders, who have been wit.
nesses of their periodical internecine
wars, consider that it will be extremely
difficult to get eavalry horses to face
them; and 1 fear thal the device of tak
ing photographs of them,and circulating
them in the army, which it will be re-
membered the Germans adopted in the
oase of the Turcos in the last war with
France, would scarcely be auccessful in
removing the terror of the equine spe-
cies. Continuing their advance at the
double, and keeping up the same horri
hle yell, they halt for a mement at a
distance of 300 yards to discharge their
guns, which are then thown away. At

Cases hiave also been known in |
which Zulus who have been tle to
perform this ceremony have committed |
suicide rather than await what they
believe to be an inevitable fate.

With this peculiar exception, I believe |
the Zulns are not in the habit of muti
lating their fallen foes. During the |
snxious time that followed the udmxl‘
of the disaster at Isandula any indica-
tions eof the feelings of our own native '
population have naturally been watched |
for with intense interest—I had almost
said suspense. It is no exaggeration to |
declare that there is no single white |
man in the country who can honestly
say that he is not astounded at the |
excellent spirit they have throughcut
displayed l'en weens ago it was the
unanimons upinion here that if we met
with the slightest reverse at the hands |
of the Zulus at least half onr natives |
would attempt to join the enemy; and
this, not beecause thoy were dissatistied
with British rule, but because they were
afraid that if they did not take any ac
tive par: in the struggle, Cetewayo,
after extermioating the British, would
turn upon them aond *‘eat them up.'” by
way of completing his sanguinary repast
Tt must be remembered that the Natal
Kaffiis are without exception the de-
scendants of refogees from Zululand,
and that from their earliest childhood
the idea has been impressed upon them
that there is no soldier in existence that

The Zulu Weapon

I'hero are two principal kinds of ae=
sagais, the throwing and stabbing, the
latter with & long and straight blade,
To a Kaffir this weapon is literally the
staff of life.  With it he kills his ¢enemy
and his game, slaughters and cuts up
his cattle, training their horne, shaves
his own or his neighbo
carpentry and furniery, and countloss
other jobs of various sorts, In itsorigi-
nal forin, the assagai was essentially a
missile, but the renowned Clarke, among
other military reforms, converted it i
ashorter and  keavior stabbing spear,
unfit for throwing, and only to be used
at oloso quarters.  The shalt, with an
average length of nearly five f nd a
diameter equal to & man's little finger,
is out from the tree (Curtisia
Jagtner), which is not unlike matogany,
The wood is brittle, yet elastie, the lat-
ter quality giving the spear that peeu-
liar vibratory which ita se
curacy of flight so much Jejends, On
acoount of the brigtlenoss, & novice will
break many shafts betore he leans t0
throw his assagai secunduam artem In-
aptly cast, the shalt ns soon as it reaches
the ground is liablo to whip forward and
break off short above the blade.
