Golden was 
holding a part of the contrivance for 
slipping the train when the appar­
atus gave way. He received a severe 
blow on the arm, which fractured his 
shoulder.

On Thursday the case of Auld vs. 

This 
is on appeal against the decision of 
a police magistrate.

EXPLOSION OF DYNAMITE.
A dynamite explosion occurred on 

Saturday evening about eight o’clock 
at the coal mine owned by the United 
Celleries company on Fraser’s Flats, 
near the lumber mill, which resulted 
in the injury of one man, Thomas 
Somerset, engineer at the mine, and 
in the complete destruction of the 
engine house. Somerset was removed 
to the Public hospital, wliere he was 
found to be suffering greatly from the 
siioqk, but hopes are entertained for 
his recovery.

At the time of the explosion Som­
erset, the engineer, was building a fire 
i.i his engine; a short distance away 
a few sticks of dynamite were being 
thawed out in the drying box. Sud­
denly, the dynamite exploded, with a 
noise that was heard plainly in all 
parts of the city. The unfortunate 
man1 was hurled several feet away by 
the force of the explosion. The frame 
engine house was blown to pieces, the 
timbers and boards being scattered in 
every direction, some of them being 

(carried several hundred feet away. 
The doors and windows of the office

FATAL FIRE AT CLOVER BAR.
As a result of a fire which broke 

out at Clover Bar at noon to-day, one 
tnan named Gustavasen was burned 
to death and two others were badly 
injured. The fire occurred in the cas­
ing around pier no. 13 on the west 
hank, and was started from a spark 
from the engine. The pier is nearing 

-completion, and the workmen were 
at the top, sixty feet from the ground, 
onè was fatally and two Seriously 
burned. The 'injured men are being 
brought to the city for treatment.

As soon as the fire had been sub- 
\ dued the district engineer, ip 

charge of the work, at onite communi­
cated with Dr. Htslop, surgeon of the 
G.T.P., and Cbas. May, of the May- 
Sliarpe Construction Company, both 
of whom left immediately for the 
scene of thé acéident. The Red Cross 
ambulance also went out to the bridge 
and is bringing the injured men to 
the city for treatment. An inquest 
will he held at the bridge to-morrow.

other buildings were damaged.
The noise of the explosion called out 

the terrified miners and mill hands 
who lived nearby. The Red Cross am­
bulance was called and the injured en­
gineer was removed to the Public hos­
pital for treatment. He was found to 
ba suffering from a severe shock. He 
was badly injured about the face, 
where • he was struck ■ by the flying 
debris and his right arm was broken. 
His hearing was also affected. Dr. M. 
D. Ferris attended the man.

Today he is reported to be slightly 
improved and his recovery, it is ex­
pected, will be only a matter of time

The engine and otlmr mine machin­
ery was only slightly damaged. A 
gang oi men were at work yesterday 
repairing the damage and erecting a 
new engine house and the operation 
of (he mine will be resumed at once.

The cause of the explosion is a 
msytery. According to the informa­
tion received the dynamite was in the 
regular drying box, a sufficient dist­
ance from the furnace to prevent any 
accident. There is some Slight sus­
picion of foul play and an «informal

awarded.

INSURANCE RATES REDUCED.
The secretary of the Board of Trade 

has received a letter from Mr. Birch, 
secretary of the Fire* 1-Underwriters’ 
association, Winnipeg, stating that a 
reduction would be made in the pits- 
yit fire insurance rates. This will 
mean a saving of $22,000 a year in 
insurance premiums to the business 
men of^the city. It is quite probable 
that the b.oard will demand a furthei 
reduction in the near future, when 
the auxiliary engine is installed, 
which will increase the efficiency of 
the fire protection in the e ty.

The secretary stated that this morn­
ing's mail had been very heavy. I ft- 
ters of a questioning nature were re­
ceived from New Brunswick, Okla­

TRUSTEES CONVENTION.
Superintendent J. McCaig and Dr. 

W. D. Ferris, of the Edmonton School 
Board, returned to the city on the 
O-P.R. train last evening from Cal­
gary, where they have been attend­
ing the second annual convention of 
school trustees of Albqrta, which was 
h.eld on Wednesday and Thursday. 
There were about 90 delegates present 
from all parts of the province, al­
though the northern districts were not 
very fully represented. The atten­
dance was not quite, so large as at tilt- 
convention held in Edmonton last 
year.

The election of officers for the en­
suing year was held and resulted in 
the following being selected to fill the 
offices of the association: President, 
Dr. W. D. Ferris, Edmonton; 1st Vive- 
president, Rev. Mr. Aldridge, Ver­
milion; 2nd Vice-president, W. J. 
Brot’herton, Medicine Hat; 3rd Vice- 
president, W. A. Ross,-Pincher Creek; 
secretary-treasurer, A. M- Scott, Cal­
gary; executive committee, Dr. A. C. 
C. Johnston, Blairmore; J. H. Fleet- 
wood, Lethbridge; J. McCaig, Ed­
monton; J. A. Connelly, Strathcona; 
and James Short, Calgary.

During their stay" in Calgary the 
delegates to the trustees convention 
were treated with great courtesy and 
hospitality by the Calgary Protestant 
and Separate School Boards. Ad­
dresses of welcome were delivered by 
Mayor Cameron, of Calgary, and 
Messrs. Short and Miquelon, of the 
school board- A luncheon was served 
thé visitors on the first day of the con­
vention, at which there was much 
agreeable interchange of friendly 
sentiment and ideas. In the evening 
tfie delegates were addressed by Dr. 
Tory, president of the Albert a Univer­
sity. ’*

During‘‘the convention Dr. Ferris 
read a very carefully prepared paper 
on “Medical inspection of Schools,” 
which received general endorsation by 
the convention.’

Superintendent J. McCaig delivered 
an address at the convention, on 
“Secondary education,” which dealt 
wi'.ih secondary school work from the 
standpoint of legislation as well as 
accomplishment. He made a strong 
plea for free secondary schools with 
liberal government aid, and lie favor­
ed giving the work a distinct status 
without changing or dividing the local 
administrative bodies beyond perhaps 
an increase in the number of members 
on the citv school boards.’ Mr. Mc­
Caig also advocated the establishment 
of two grades of secondary schools to 
suit the smaller town in one case and 
the large commercial and industrial 
centres in the other case. The work 
of the smaller schools should corres­
pond somewhat to the work being 
done by the present high school, that 
is the preparation' of teachers and 
matriculant's, but he emphatically em­
phasised the need of making good the 
elementary commercial course by the 
addition of stenography and type­
writing, likewise the improvement of 
the teaching of agriculture by the in­
troduction of more suitable text books 
and the adding of laboratory and field 
work. lii the opinion of the superin­
tendent the present minimum course 
of work in high schools that enables 
them to draw a grant is too heavy for 
girls who simply wish to attend the 
secondarv school for the purpose of 
securing ' a liberal training on _ the 
literary side of the course.

“For the higher rank of schools, for 
the larger industrial centres,” said 
Superintendent McCaig, “the ideal 
secondary education would be carried

—-,----- : .. ,on in two separate institutions, onenearby were blown in but none of the doing ite work £or the professions or
teachers, and the other running 
parallel to it and giving preparation 
for industrial and mercantile lines. 
We have not yet reached a stage in 
which- we can differentiate the 
schoolastie and iuHustrial interests in 
the secondary schools, but these in­
terests must be taken care of in the 
more elementary way by single schools 
that answer both interests.”

“In the larger industrial centres 
like Edmonton and Calgary the col­
legiate or higher type of high schools 
should have, in addition to the sub­
jects ot the smaller schools, manual 
training of an advanced and some­
what specialized sort, and likewise 
domestic science. The commercial 
course should likewise be of an ad­
vanced sort in order to prepare tea­
chers for snialler schools. The col- 
lggiate school should be well equipped 
as to laboratories, gymnasium, libra­
ries and reading rooms and buildings 
for manual training and domestic 
science.”

The Mounted Police are needed or 
tli • frontier for the patrol work, fo. 
which they were primarily organized 
end for which they enlisted, but un 
dev existing conditions the growth o 
cities about their old posts has givei 
them a great deal of police Work ii 
these thickly - populated "districts 
They are now at Calgary, Lethbridg, 
and Edmonton praoticaly doing guar, 
work or police work, instead of th,
I atrol work for which thi» force i> 
famous and which iis essential ii 
maintaining the unequalled reputatior 
of thé western frontier for >law and 
order.

Aheady gaols, which will be con 
ducted as a part of the public servie- 
oi the pioyluce, are in course of con 
stmction at Lethbridge and Calgary 
and in all probability other gaols wil’ 
be erected in every judicial district o 
tli - province. . .

Engineer Testifies.
Jas. McGregor, resident civil engi- 

eer at the bridge, testified as fol-

“I was working in my office when I

mt one of the men w-lio were working 
m the pier had escaped when I ar- 
ived. I do not know positively how 
he fne started. I have jurisdiction 
s resident engineer as to the placing 
f the plant. I sketched the general 
irrangement for the placing of the 
liant and the plant was so placed. I 
lever found fault with the position of 
lie engine. I can’t say that I ever 
.sked for any precaution to be taken 
gainst fire which was not- taken. I 
iften called attention to the placing 
f the stoves for heating and my ud> 
ice or orders were obeyed.

-ase or whether it originated inside 
r outside, but I do not see how the 
ire could very well start- on the in* 
ide. Men were not allowed to smqlte 
nside the housing.

No­
ting could be done when I got there 

to help any one who might be inside, 
t knew Gustafson well and have nbt 
geen him since the file. The nearest 
"ire to this pier i=t the boiler house, 
bout 20 feet away. There was a 

«tiong wind blowing from the boiler 
to the pier.

Evidence was also taken from Dr. 
Hiatop, who identified the remains as 
that of a human being and the time­
keeper, John A. McPherson, who ac­
counted fm all the men but the de­
ceased.

The chief questions put be- 
f'j ci- the electors may be treated undei 
two heads: (1) To prevent England 
losing her manufacting industries and 
(J) to favor her colonies.

England today is the recognized 
dumping ground of tlie world. What 
happens? The surplus goods from 
Germany, the United States, etc., 
flood tlie markets, the result being 
that many, flourishing industries have 
already disappeared, i.e., tin plate, 
etc., and the other great manufactures 
are not increasing owing to the foreign 
competition, so thousands of skilled 
unemployed are. found at all times 
throughout the country. The Tariff 
Reform Leagiîe Party propose to pro­
test all sueli articles as can be pro­
duced in the country by imposing 
heavy taxes upon these goods.

In the second place, Canada and the 
smaller colonies can supply all the 
wheat and meat goods required. It 
is therefore proposed to so protect 
such articles afe- can be produced in 
the 'country by imposing heavy taxes 
and giving preference to the colonies.

The results of such taxation would 
not materially affect the cost of food, 
etc., for the taxes upon articles which 
cannot be procured from the United 
Kingdom and the colonies would be 
removed, such as1 tea, etc. It would 
only be a shifting oi taxation, and so 
the bogey put forward by tlie “Free 
’traders” of ‘dear loaf and starvation 
has" been exploded, and the British 
public have recently shown, at the 
last municipal and by-parliamentai;y 
elections, that they have grasped the 
situation, and before long, when the 
next general election takes place, the 
Tariff Reform Party will be returned 
by a large majority, and the cabinet 
will speedily frame a bill which will 
alter entirely the present deplorable 
state of affaiajs. The English manu­
facturers, will once again flourish, as 
in .the. days gone by, and the colonies 
will be kept busy supplying the old 
country with her food, cementing 
more firmly - that deep friendship 
which should exist for all days.

FUNERAL OF JAMES McDONALD.
The funeral of James McDonald,one 

of Edmonton’s most highly esteemed 
old-timers, took place yesterday after­
noon from the'- First Presbyterian 
church. It was attended by about 5011 
citizens, members of Edmonton lodge, 
A.F. & A.M., toe Old-Timers’ associa­
tion, and the chrling club, of which 
bodies he was an esteemed member. 
The cortege with the C. M. R. band 
leading it, made an impressive sight. 
The pall-bearers were- Mayor McDou­
gall, exMayor Griesbacli, Judge Tay­
lor, John Ross, W. G. Ibbotson and 
W. A. Bragg.

At the church service Rev. Dr. Mc­
Queen, to whose congregation tlie de­
ceased had belonged for many years, 
delivered an eloquent tribute to the 
worth and character and fine person­
ality or the late Mr. McDonald. The 
late Mr. McDonald was born in Scot­
land sixty-one years ago. He left 
home when quite a lad, taking up the 
trade of a carpenter, which he follow­
ed until a few-years before liis death. 
He came to Winnipeg in 1874; travel­
ling up from Ontario with Sergt. Dan 
Tidsbury, of Edmonton, and Capt. 
McIntosh, of Vancouver, Mr. Mc­
Donald and Sergt. Tidsbury were com­
rades on the Winnipeg fire depart­
ment, being among the earliest mem­
bers. Leaving Winnipeg in 1879, Mr. 
McDonald came to Edmonton, being 
the first carpenter to settle in the 
city.

In recent years lie Has been inter­
ested in real estate largely and in this 
business was associated with W. G. 
Ibbotson, another old-timer and close 
friend of the deceased. Mr. McDonald 
was married 20 years ago to Miss Car­
rie McDonald, of this city. About a 
year ago he had a stroke of paralysis 
lid his health began to decline. He 
removed to Vancouver last-summer in 
tlie hope of benfitting his health, but 
without avail.
