Two year later it was replaced
by a more substantial building fo1
boys and girls. In 1872 a separats
orphange for hoys was deemed ad-
visable and the old workshop of the
Engineers’ 'was fitted up for the pur-
pose. It was difficult to conduct twe
separate establishments and it was
finally decided to erect the presen
Orphange on Military Road for boys
and girls. It was finished in 1893
Since then about 600 children ‘have
been reared and educated there anc
gziven a chance to fight the battle ¢
life. There are now 72 children h
the Orphanage. The past five years
115 have been admitted. The bene
factors as well ‘as the founders hac
jone a meritorious work and woulc
get their reward. The offerings of th
C. M. B. C. amounted to $30. The
meeting closed with Benediction.
