sustained. Such feelings have not 
been allayed—on the contrary they 
seem to be growing stronger—and 
as France ia last recovering from lier 
reverses, her Government and people 
begin to put on a bolder front, which 
Germany by no means likes, and will 
not tolerate. The enmity existing 
between these two powers has en­
gaged the attention of foreign 
powers, who are anxious to throw oil 
on the titmbled waters; and prevent 
an open rupture. To this purpose 
Earl Russell in the House of lords, 
on Monday, moved for copies of cor­
respondence with these powers, and 
asked what the course of the British 
Government would be in the event 
of a rupture between them. Lord 
Derby Relieved that the peace of the 
immediate future was safe, and he 
trusted in the influence of time. 
England,- he said, would do 
thing to maintain peace short of 
broiling herself in a struggle nr 
which she is not nationally inte­
rested . She would faithfully adhere 
to the engagement of late years. On 
this assurance the motion was with­
drawn......—................-....—----------

The venerable Earl also brought 
up at the same time the Oregon 
boundary and Fenian raid questions, 
and took occasion to condemn the 
Washington. Treaty, which he said 
had lowered the national character, 
and jeapordized the' national inte­
rests. He expressed himself in favor 
of allowing Canada an indemnity for 
the losses we had sustained by the 
Fenian raids—an opinion which he 
said was generally entertained in 
Britain. Em-1 Russell in this matter 
does tardy justice to Canada, and the 
pity -is that when the Washington 
Treaty was under discussion, he did 
not press these sentiments on the 
British Parliament. No one now 
seeks to deny that Canada was most 
unjustly dealt with in this matter, as 
well as in regard to her fisheries, for 
which we have to thank the pusil­
lanimity of the then Canadian Gov- 
ernment and its leader, Sir John 
Macdonald, who was our Commis­
sioner to Washington, and to whose 
care we erftrusted our interests, 
which he wantonly sacrificed. '

The vote on the Town Hall By-law 
has resulted as we anticipated. It 
was defeated by the small majority 
of five, which shows how evenly, di­
vided was public opinion on the 
question. It will be seen that in 
the West and North Wards large ma­
jorities ' were recorded against it, 
while in the other two Wards pro­
portionately lai'ge majorities were 
recorded in its favour. The struggle, 
therefore, was between the two sec­
tions of the town—the upper against 
the lower—just as it was when thé 
question of first building the Mar­
ket House was being discussed years 
ago. Of course, we have heard, 
good deal said on both sides ab'out 
the good of the town in connection 

. with this matter, and about the pa­
triotic and unselfish motives thai 
we were made believe were at the 
bottom o: the agitation ; but we are 
fain to believe that behind this too 
thin covering, self was the great in. 
fluencing power with many on both 
sides.

The majority of the Council who 
* forced this new building on the vote 
of the people have themselves to 
blame for the defeat of the By law.
Had they, as they first proposed, and 
as we recommended, submitted a 
scheme for the extension of the pre­
sent building, we verily believe it 
would have carried by a geod ma­
jority. Itis always easier to get the 
consent of the people to the altera­
tion or extension of an old building 
than to sanction the construction of 
a new one. The need for such an 
extension is freely admitted, it could 
be done at less expense, and the 
chief opponents to the erection of a 
new building have publicly put their 
signatures to a document, (vide the 
Mercury of Saturday) that they are 
not opposed to the expenditure of a 
reasonable sum in extending the 
present building and affording in­
creased market accommodation.
Whether the Council will take them 
at their word, and now bring up the 
extension scheme, pure and simple, 
we cannot say, but if they had done 
that at first, they would have saved 
the town much agitation, no small 
quantity of ink and paper, and a 
good deal of hard feeling which the 
discussion of the scheme has en­
gendered on both sides.

We hear some talk of an attempt 
to upset the vote, on the By-law on 
the ground that a number of votes 
were recorded in the West Ward be­
fore the Returning officer was sworn.
We do not know what the law is on 
this point, but according to the dic- 

- tates of common sense, it would be 
a very foolish step to take, for it 
could only end in a repitition of the 
contest, with more embittered feel­
ings, and in all probability a much 
larger vote against the scheme.
There were also, doubtless, bad votes 
recorded on both sides, and the same 
thing would be attempted again were 
another vote taken. We think, 
theréfore, that the wisest course is 
to accept the decision as recorded, 
and if the Council see fit let thorn . „

It has been well know in diploma­
tic circles that for for some time past 
a feeling of great bitterness has 
existed between France and Ger­
many, arising out of the late war 
which humbled France to the dufit, 
and lifted Germany up to the lead­
ing position as a military power on 
the continent of Europe: The terms 
dictated by the conqueror after the 
capitulation of Paris were calculated 
to exasperate a proud though de­
feated people.. The immense sum 
which the French were compelled to 
pay by way of indemnification, the 
forcible annexation of Alsace and 
Lorrainè to the German Empire, and
