Best of Beef Production.

Practical . testimony on . agricultural
problems is always in order. Knowledge
of the actual process by which men suc-
ceeded or fail 18 alyays valuable or may be
if the reader but takes the lesson to heart.
For instance, the ups and downs (consider-
able of the latter of late) of beef raising in
Ontario, should lead the feeders to study
the actual cost of production. On this
point F. P. Root, a New York Btate farmer
writes: ‘A steer cannot be raised in New
York Btate by any process of feeding to
keep up a thrifty growth for less than $15
a year; nor ean one be fattened at three
years old on grain and hay, or on any mix-
tare of feeds, even at the present low
prices, and made to weigh 1,200 pounds,
for less than 6 cents per pound. The steer
after leaving grass on the first of November
must be fed grain and hay or ensilage, with
any mixture of feeds most economical, at
least 100 days, and on whatever feed fed, it
must be equivalent to about 14 pounds of
meal and about 16 pounds of hay por diem.
This at 1 per hundred for meal, and §8 per
ton for hay in the farmer’s barn will ag-
gregate §20 for feed before the animal is fit
for the butcher. Bo we see, if the steer has
cost at 2§ years old abeut $37 50, it will
have cost 857 50 when ready for sale, which
when estimated at 1,200 pounds at 5 cents,
would allow $2 50 profit, but when sold at
about 4 cents, we meet a loss of some $0 50
per head. In fattening cattle our farmers
have estimated the value of manure made
as equal to the cost of ecorn in feeding; but
when a considerable number are fed, the
manure is doubtless worth more than care
bestowed.”
