Another account says: The last 
honors have been paid to Queen Vic­
toria. Her body now rests peacefully 
near that of her husband in the mau­
soleum at Frogmore. The final cere­
monies were more of a funeral and 
pathetic character than any of the ob­
sequies which preceded them.

Shortly before 3 o’clock, in the pres­
ence of the royal mourners, a Grenadier 
guard of honor lifted the coffin from its 
temporary resting place in the Albert 
Memorial Chapel and placed it on a 
gun carriage. In the meanwhile the 
Queen’s company of Grenadiers, drawn 
up in the quadrangle, presented arms 
and wheeled into line, the rifle muzzles 
pointing to the rear at the reverse, 
and with slow, measured steps, march­
ed towards the castle gate. At the 
head of the procession was a band 
playing Chopin’s funeral march. 
Slowly the cortege passed on the Long 
Walk, which was a mass of black, 
brilliantly- edged with scarlet. Life 
Guardsmen kept the crowds back. In 
place on the gun carriage was the 
same regalia which had attracted the 
eyes of millions since the march to the 
grave began at Osborne.

the Coffi. it an early hour this morn­
ing. Dismounted Life Guardsmen, in
their scarlet cloaks, the white plumes 
of their helmets glistening in the sun, 
kept the route clear from the castle 
slope.

Amid the bare boughs of trees be­
low the mist arose from the damp 
earth, trampled into mud by the un­
easy feet of thousands. The air was 
sharp and cold. From the Albert Me­
morial Chapel to the mausoleum, near­
ly a mile from the great gate of the 
castle, there is a steep slope of 500 
yards, at the bottom of which is the 
lodge gate and a fence. On the castle 
side of this were hundreds of ticket 
holders. On the other side, where the 
Long Walk commences, the public was 
massed.
/MINUTE GUNS FIRED.
At 2:45 p.m. Sir Walter Parratt and 

his choir walked down the slope 
through the crowd to the mausoleum. 
Then minute guns commenced firing, 
the Windsor church bells tolled 
solemnly, and the strains of the band, 
gradually growing stronger and 
stronger, echoed from the castle quad­
rangle.

THE PROCESSION STARTS.
At 3:15 p.m. the procession passed 

slowly out of King George's Arch in 
the following order: The Queen’s com-

But there came one who summoned 
her, and amid an awful hush in crowd­
ed London she passed on Into the 
shadow. Living pomp and power were 
around her in that last journey. The 
measured tread of her soldiers sound­
ed in front. Kings and the children 
of kings/ followed behind. But to us 
who stood by they were all shadows. 
The one mighty reality was that si­
lent woman who would pass no more; 
the dead saint whose work was over, 
and whose rest was come.

To the old it seemed that it was their 
own lives which had passed upon the 
dark gun carriage, for an epoch—the 
only epoch they had ever known—was 
passing down with the great Queen. 
The young might learn new ways and 
new ideals; to them the future belong­
ed. But gray heads bowed and dim 
eyes wept as their Queen went by, for 
their era was closed, and the rest was 
but a lingering and a remembrance.

And England! How stands England? 
Can we think of any England save the 
England of the Queen? Has England 
too, gone down into the shades with 
the great mother—the England that led 
the world in commerce: the England 
that covered the sea with her ships; 
the England that was the solid heart 
of the greatest empire that the world 
has ever seen? That was the England 
of Victoria.

She has gone, and will that also go? 
Have we the wisdom, have we the 
strength, above all, have we the vir­
tue? Clouds drift up before us. We 
peer into the darkness and the gloom 
still gathers. It needs no seer to tell 
us that the days are coming, may even 
now be at hand, when we shall be 
tested once more by the iron hammer 
of destiny, to break us or to weld us 
firmer still. When that hour comes 
pray God that the spirit of the great 
Queen, gentle, firm and wise, may be 
with her people once again.

I lake past the frail and outworn body 
upon the dark gun carriage, but leave 
us the memory and the example for the 
days that are to be.

Close behind walked the King, Em­

peror William and the Duke of Con­
naught, wearing dark military over- 
coats and plumed cocked hats and look­
ing pale and careworn. In similar dull 
attire were the Kings of Portugal and 
Belgium.

As the last trio of these veiled women 
passed out from the castle, there came 
two boys dressed in bright tartan kilts 
and velvet jackets. Between them was 
a young girl, her fair, loose hair glitter- 
ing against the crape of her mourning. 
Two of these were children of the 
Princess of Battenberg, and the other 
was little Prince Edward. His tiny legs 
could hardly keep pace even with the 
slow progress of the mourning band. 
The rear of the procession was brought 
up by the suites of the kings and 
princes, their vari-colored overcoats 
forming a striking patch of color

Down the Long Walk, with the band 
still playing Chopin’s dirge, the throng 
slowly made its way to the mausoleum 
1he horses attached to the gun carriage 
were inclined to be restive, but as an 
extra precaution, a drag of ropes was 
attached to the wheels and held by 
sturdy artillerymen. At the lodge gates 
the strains of the band died away, and 
the pipers commenced their lament 
There, between the broad avenue of 
stately trees, the crowds were the 
thickest, forming dense black banks.

TWO BROTHERS DIE

ON THE SAME DAT

One Was Eighty-Nine and the Other Eighty 
Six—Both Were Soldiers.

Mount Vernon, N. Y., Feb. 4.—Major 
Charles E. Clark, a retired army officer, 
died Saturday at his home in New Ro­
chelle in his 86th year. Major Clark 
had scarcely expired, when word was 
received at New Rochelle from Deg 
Moines, Ia., that his brother, Frederick 
Clark, had also just died in his nine­
tieth year. The two brothers died only 
a few hours apart.

Major Clark was a native of Lebanon 
(Conn.), and at the outbreak of the 
civil war went to the front with the 
Sixth Michigan Regiment (infantry)
