Utterly exhausted by sev­
eral days of lightering in order to re­
lease their ship from the head of Stag 
Island, where she settled, after drag­
ging her anchor, during the heavy fog 
last Tuesday night, the crew of four­
teen men were not made aware of 
their danger until almost completely 
surrounded by flames. All had very 
narrow escapes. The Germanic, which 
was loaded with coal for Ashland, was 
valued at $40,000, and fully insured.
