MR. DUNCAN’S COURT.

FULL ACCOUNT; BY A VICTIM.

We have been permitted to copy tbe foln
lowing letter written' by one of the victims
of Mr. Duncau’s sense of justice toa gentle~
man in this city, and which, if the siate~
ments it contains are substantially true,
places the recent acts of that eclerical
magistrate in & more outrageous light than
we had previously supposed :—

H. M. 8. Cuo.

M. , Sir,—~Situated a8 [ now am 1
want your advice.  In the first place, I will
give you an account of the whole proceedings.
On the 19th Oectober, I eleared my vessel at
New Westminsier accordiog to law, and paid
duty on everything I had on board.
