Loxpox, Feb, 18.—Right Hon. - Mr. ‘Bal-
four laid his-Irish Loeal Government ’Bil_l.
before the House'of Commons, to-day, and
explained its provisians, He gaid it was
the purpose of this Bill to ‘provide for the
establishment of District as well as County.
Councils, the functions of which were to be
solely administrative. 'Grand juries were,
as heretoforé;, to  perform ' judicial
and quasi judicial  functions. The
Councils would have full powers
for the regulation of sanitary affairs’
and would have the right to appoint half
the members of the lunatic asylum boards,
the Viceroy appointing the others. The
franchises for. the county councils would be
similar to the Parliamentary franchises, ex-
oept that, in the new houses, peers would
be excluded. The coanties would be divided
into electoral districts, and the bill wogld
give the minority a chance, by adopting
cumulative voting. In addition, a cerbain
rumber of ex officio members would be nom-
inated ; those members tobé in addition to
the elected members: of the councils, and
would afford a further safegnard.

It was proposed that twenty taxpayers
might apply to a judge to remove a council-
lor deemed guilty of persistent disobedience
of the law, maladversion and oppression.
The judges so applied to could try the ac-
cused; if the latter was' convieted, remove
him and a nominee of the Viceroy would
replace him. Power would be | given for a
joint committee—the mominees ‘of the
county eouncils—and to grand juries to vote
on any oppressive acts'of‘the minority. Mr.
Balfour announced that he did not share
the fears of those who predicted dis-
astrous  politiesl  effects  from the
bill, In his opinion it would ' slowly
but surely, remove the grievance complained
of by the Irish people.

McCartney, member for South Antrim, and
Mr. Thomas Russel, member for the South
division of Tyrone, supported the measure
with certain reservations. Mr, Timothy
Healy was of the opinion that a more
contemptible measure had never been
placed in the House of Commons. Sir
William Vernon Harcourt said that ‘he
would not oppose the introduction of the
bill, beecause he wanted it to ' be published
throughout the length and breadth of the
country. It was, he added, ‘‘a Birming-
ham BilL” He then asked the Government
whether it was really worth wasting & ses-
sion in $rying to pass it.

Mr. Balfour, in reply, defended the bill,
saying what the Liberals wunted, was to
enable the  County Councillors to oppress
the minority. The Government did notv
fear the threatened obstruction. Henry
Labouchere, member for Northampton,
taunted the Right Hon. Joseph Chamber-
lain, member for Birmingham, with
being the anthor of = the Gov-
ernmen$ Irish Local Government Bill.
Mr. Chamberlain denied that he wasanswer-
able in the slightest degree for the measure
referred to, and said that he could not even
express an opinion upon it until the Bill
was printed. . The debate was continued at
some length. The Tories and Liberal
Unionists supported the measure, while the
Liberals and both factions of the Irish party
denounced it. It was formally read, and
the second reading fixed for March 3. The
Bill was ordered to be printed.

A WOMAN SCORNED

Wreaks a Fearful Vengeance Upon Her Rival
in Her Husband’s Affections.

Australia and her *‘grass widowhood” was
comiorted, according « to rumors which
reached the ears of Signora Morelli, by
Signor Morelli’s attentions. The suspicious
wife dressed herself in male attire and way-
laid Signora Azani, as she was returning
from Mass at Triangia, her lll;nt.h leading her
along a lonely road in the mountainous
region of  Vallellina.  Springing nﬁon
her victim, the woman stabbed . her
in a savage manner inflicting eleven wounds
and cutting off her ears and nose as well as
most of her scalp. Signora Azsni récovered
from her terrible injuries though deprived
of her good looks. She recognized her seem-
ing male assuilant as Signora Morelli and
cauged her arrest. The trial resulted ina
conviction for assaultonly, as the intention of
murder could not be proved, and the light
sentence of two years’ imprisonment was all
thus could be impnsed. It was clearl
shown by developments, since the stabbing
took place, that the jealousy of Signora
Morelli was unfounded, and that the crime

Premier Freycinet Resigns on the Re-
Jjection of the Associa-
: tion BillL

Said to be Directed Against the Ro-
man Catholics—The Pope on the
Position of the Republie.

Pari1s, Feb. 18.—A vote was taken in the
Chamber of Deputies to-night- on the Asso-
ciation Bill, and resulted in its defeat. M.
Freycinet, the Premier, at onve offered his
resignation. The vote was 340 against 212
in favor of it. Greut excitement prevails.

Roman ' Catholics: ' The Government said,”
in the first . article, that the right of
association may be  ‘enjoyed without
any previous authorization ; but, the second
article begins by ennmerating the conditions
under which associations will be tolerated.
A déclaration must be made as to name and

object of association, its list of members and
‘besdquarters, ‘snd & full statement must
‘also. be forthcoming as to its foreign and
corresponding.  members.  The points,

The vic-
tory over the Government was hailed
with enthusiasm by the Catholics and: all
but the.Radicals. : The Pope’s recent utter-
ance in faver-ef the Reopublic is believed
to be largely responsible for the trivmph of
the Church over its enemies. . The Pope, as
stated in' the Petit Journal, ‘'spoke of France
and flattered the pride, both military and
civil, of the nation.  After speaking of the
liberty of conscience enj yed in the Ameri-
can republic, His Holiness declared that his
wish and the wish of the Church was that
France should be happy. )

MURDERED BY HER MOTHER.

The Child of a British Nobleman said
to have been Killed by the Most
Atrocious Treatment.

Beaten and Left for Hours in a Dark
and Utterly Unventilat-
ed Room.

BeLrasT, Feb. 18.—Further détails in re-
gard to the death of little Mary Helen
Montague, the three-year-old “danghter of
Mrs. A. Montague, wife of Lord Robert
Montague, the present Duke of Man-
chester, show the case against the
mother to be very black.

-one—a handsome woman mated to a man
she betrays, forgetting honor in her infatua-
tion or fancy for another man, and bringing
shame and sorrow upon her family. For a
time Deacon has suspected his wife of
being unduly intimate with Arbeille,
and has kept a close watch. Last
night he discovered Arbeille in his wife’s
chamber. He summoned the secretary of
the hotel, and together they went tor&ra.
Deacon’s apartment and forced the door.
Mrs. Deacon waa alone.. The husband pro-
ceeded to the adjoining room, and there
discovered Arbeille attempting $o hide
bimself behind a chair. Deacon drew
a . revolver and - fired three shots,
fatally wounding the Frenchman. ¢

' Another report of the affair says Deacon
had'gone up to Paris, but returned sand-
den'y, and went straight to his wife’s bed-
room. When Deacon burst in, he found,
the story has it, his wife in bed, and M.
Arbeille standing " by the bedside. 'After
having reproached his wife, the Am.
erican is said to have | turned his
wrath upon Arbeille, who had professed
the utmost friendship for the confiding hus-
band, and, after upbraiding him, fired three
shots. The Frenchnian screamed with agony
and fell back and died on the mut in frons
of the bed. Deacon then turned to his
wife and said: “Killing is too good for you.
Youshall be reserved for a worse fate.
You shall live to have the finger of scorn
pointed at you the rest of your life. Never
let me see your deceitful face again.” Mrs.
Deacon, at these words, fell flat on her faee
in a swoon.

Mrs. Deacon is a most attractive woman.
She dressed with exquisite taste, and was
the object of, considerable attention on the
part of men. Nobody, however, for a
moment imagined she engsged in anything
more than harmiess flirtation. M. Arbeille
was an attache of one of the French lega-
tions, and a bachelor.
