Wednesday Gooderham & Worts took out
of bond 473,000 gallons of proof spirits, on
which they paid a ‘duty of one dollar per
allon, heir check was for she neat
ittle sum of nearly half a million, The
bonded wines are also being rapidly cleared,
There is & firm impreasion among distillers
and spirit dealers that the government is
going to advance the duties from $1 to
$1.25 per gallon on proof its, and per-
haps more, It is said t before the
week is eut not a drop of spirits or an
ounce of tobacce will be left in bond in the

Editor World : I am glad to see that Th®
World is trying to wake up public opinion
%o the proper appreciation of the growing
danger French domination is to the con”
federation, While the members for Ontario
are fighting among themselves, grit against
tory, and all the other provinces are doing
the same, the representatives of Quebec
alone are a unit on anything affecting their
province. 'The consequence is that Quebec
can carry anything through the house she
wishes, in fact she holds the balance of
power and uses it for her own purposes
often entirely overlooking the broader
Canadian interests, Concession after con.
cession has had to be made to this

rovince and no matter how unjust the
gemnndl of her members they have but to
stiok out for them and they will get what
they want. At the time of confederation a
clause was inserted in she censtitution
making the Fremch an official
language, and to this ay in the chief
British colony where more than seven-
eighths of the population speak FEnglish
French is spoken on the floor of parliament,
How can we hope to become a homogeneous
people or a great nation if we begin by
recognizing two languages? The question
is how can we stop it? In the first place
the constitution ought to be revised and this
clanse struck out. But there is still
another way without a revision of the con-
stitution it is this: Make a dominion fran-
chise giving votes to every man over 21 not
a pauper, idiot, or criminal but a British
subjeot resident in Canada for at least a
year and who can read and write English,
