ARCHBISHOP WALSH CONTINUES
HIS KVIDENCE,

The Docensed Wifo's Sister Bill Defented in
the House of Lords—A German J al-
st Fined for Printing a Cut of Napsleon
in an Advertisement.

Loxpox, May 9.—Archbishop Walsh con-
tinued his testimony before the Parnell
Commission. He testified that facts that
had come to his knowledge proved that the
League tended to diminish crime, There
had been a general decadence in secret
societies in Ireland since 1866. He was
aware that the League had advised tenants
not to enter the Land Court after the pass-
age of the act establishing that court in
1881. Subsequent eventshad justified that
advice. He only knew of one instance
where the League had been indiscreet; this
indiscretion consisted of the passage of
a resolution by a branch of [the League
to publish in its district a list of persons
not members of the League. .He pro-
tested against this action and the publi-
cation of the list was abandoned.. As the
League spread the secret societies vanished.
"Phe people learned to prefer open Par-
liamentary action. Throughout his- dio-
cese the cases of boycotting w few,
although the League was strong “in  that
district. The only sense, the Archbishop
said, in which boycotting ought to be tol-
erated came under the name of. exclusive
dealings. Anything like ‘iatimidation was
reprehensible. The members of the ue
held that boycott;;,g kept the .country free
from outrages. itness did not approve
of refusing to sell the necessaries of life to
a man under_boycott. He unders the
Plan of Campaign to be purely a voluntary
combination and that it Kid not imply boy-
couting.
