Montreal,- April 9.—There was a fine de­

monstration this morning at the Grand 
Trunk Railway station of what a restrictive 
trade policy is doing for the Province of 
Quebec. On* hundred young French-Cana­
dians, men, women and children, comprising 
whole families, were leaving their native 
land. The party was recruited in the rural 
d’-tricte and was on the way to Lynn and 
Lowell, Mass. They carried with them all 
their effects, and the parting with their 
friends was an affecting scene such as can be 
seen at no other place in the new world. 
During the hour they had to wait for a 
change of cars I made a canvass of the men 
to ascertain the causes for their abandoning 
their native land. They all spoke sorrow­
fully of their departure and admitted that 
nothing but stern necessity would compel 
them to leave their homes. They said that 
things had been going from bad to 
worse, and seeing no hope of any 
amelioration of their condition thev consid­
ered it useless any longer to struggle against 
their fate. Their crops had not been a suc­
cess for three years, and since the advent of 
the McKinley tariff what little surplus they 
had was unsaleable. They found that the 
cost of living had at the same time increased 
and their children were obliged one by one 
to enter the factories at nominal wages and 
amid surroundings not conducive to moral­
ity. Other members of their families had 
preceded them to the United States and had 
come back to tell of better pay, cheaper liv­
ing and new prosperity in the land of their 
adoption. They said there was a general up­
rising in the rural districts, and that such an 
exodus would take place this spring as has 
not been known in times of peace in this 
country. They declared that no scheme of 
repatriation could bring them back, and that 
if ever thev returned it would be to persuade 

of their countrymen to follow them 
across the line.

The fathers of those in Scotland who took 
part in bringing about the union had not left 
England 100 years before, urged on by a 
patriotic sentiment and a* spirit of grateful- 

the benefits which would 
flow from the union such palpable miths as 
are those which Reform politicians prom­
ised to the farmers and artisans of Canada. 
The resources of Scotland were limited, 
whereas, comparatively speaking, the re­
sources of Canada are unlimited, and the 
effects of a century of misrule may be 
obliterated in a short period of good govern­
ment We are heirs to as fertile and rich a 
country as the sun shines upon; we are not 
obliged to eke out an existence on barren hill­
sides; we have delicacies other than oatmeal 
and herrings, and to go crouching to Wash­
ington for assistance would be to seduce the 
hopes of fathers and to acknowledge that we 
haven’t enough energy to eat what is put in 
our mouths. Goldwin Smith admits that we

The Ontario Bribery Law.
Mr. Whitney of Dundas, with his twice- 

defeated bill to amend the provincial 
bribery law, is up with it again confident in 
the final triumph of a sound principle. He 
considers the fine of $200 insufficient to put 
down bribery, and would add a term of im­
prisonment not exceeding six months. This 
penalty is identical with that imposed for 
similar offences in the Dominion elections 
and in England. Prominent English states­
men testify that the effect of the imprison­
ment penalty has been good.

If no other argument were ready to Mr. 
Whitney’s lips in urging the passage of his 
measure he might point out that the very 
fact that the bribery penalty is known to be 
less severe in Provincial than Dominion 
elections is sure to multiply the workers of 
corruption in local conteste. This increase 
is liable to be beyond all proportion to the 
actual difference in the penalties. There is 
every reason why there should be uniform 
penalties, and the considerations that arise 
in objection are trivial.

It is in the common interests of all men 
that politico should be purified. Ex-Senator 
Ingalls thought this an iridescent dream, 
but those who strive to put down bribery 
and corruption are doing a service to 
morality. The purification of politics may 
be difficult, the struggle long, but the history 
of elections in Canada proves that honest 
legislative effort accomplishes much.
